board feet. 

Airplanes will be turned out in 
ever increasing number, under the 
plans of the war department. The 
average life of a plane is said to be 
about -a fortnight, so; the -task of 
building planes to replace ruined 
ones is gigantic. New York State 
is expected to rank' wel.l with sever­
al of the timber "laden New England 
states, Vermont, New Hampshire 
and Maine, in the amount of lumber 
it can turn over to the.government. 

Lumber- dealers,", who deal in 
spruce, a r e asked to co-operate with 
the government by sorting out their 
lumber to select high grade spruce, 
and cut lumber in the lengths requir 
edfor-airplane consiructionj provid­
ing the government finds their tim­
ber of suitable calibre and makes 
contracts for delivery. Because of 
the high quality needed, the yield of.j 
.spruce for airplane .- construction, an 
acre, is very tow. 

The Adirondacks will be the prin­
cipal, source of lumber supply, with 
the Catskills contributing a small 
amount;-it-is expected. Some of the-
•western states including Oregon andl 
Washington, are being .searched for 
spruce in like manner. The govern­
ment is.,as1dng~many of- the south­
ern states, where ash- is prolific to 
contribute ash. A circular let ter 
setting forth the dire 'need of black, 
walnut for gunstocks and for "propel 
iers of airships. has been sent out 
to the states having large .growth 
of black walnut. 

Unless the war is of long dura­
tion there, is little possibility of the 
state forest preserves being permit 
ted to yield an.excess for war needs, 
for, under the Constitution," the cut­
ting of timber on the lands is pro­
hibited, unless the Constitution is 
amended after two succeeding leg­
islatures anoTher ^voters of the- state 
have acted favorably on the amend­
ment. 

The recent legislature passed on 
amendment permitting the removal 

"of timber from the preserves for-
fuel and for road construction, -but 
this contained no provision for re­
moving lumber for general construe 
tion, and that amendment must be 
passed By next year's legislature and 
acted upon by the voters of the state 
before is becomes effective. 

The s ta te conservation commis­
sion claims there are plenty of priv­
ately owned lumber tracts in the 
state which can contribute all the' 
lumber the government will a'sk of 
the state, so there will be little dif­
ficulty in making the supply meet 
the demand. 

Reports have reached Commission 
er Pratt that the lumber companies 
have' offered to let their other con­
tracts wai t and enter into contracts 
with the government for large ord­
ers. Informal conferences between 
representatives o_f__the government 
ami lumber dealers are taking place 
almost daily in upstate cities, near 
the timber zone.
