With a great proportion of the Ger­
man men in the army, it is not im­
probable that women now constitute 
b y far the larger half of German 
manual labor. 

The women of the United States 
are nobly, unselfishly, manfully, 
one may say, bearing their share _of 
the burdens of war. By the grace 
of God and the"power and courage 
of America the fate of- the German' 
women is not and will- never be 
theirs. But it will be with their

THE GIRL ON THE FARM. 

COULD PRODUCE MORE SUGAR. 

A recent publication of the Unit­
ed States Department of Agriculture 
telling of the shortage in the world 
supply of sugar and the necessity 
for its increase, says that in each of 
the 19 states now producing sugar 
beets there arc areas capable of pro­
ducing sugar bebets, but not now. un 
der cultivation for this purpose and 
these areas in part are undeveloped. 

The present sugar beet acreage, 
as far as the availability of the land 
is- concerned, may be expanded eith­
er by injecting sugar beet culture 
into the present farming operations 
or by development of new areas. A 
number of beet sugar mills operated 
to one-half their capacity or less,»| 
and few operated at full capacity in 
the past season because o f a'lac'k of 
an adequate supply of beets. It is 
held that in the vicinity "of thp.^e 
mills there should be an expansion 
of the sugar beet acreage sufficient 
to provide a normal run for ea'ch 
mill. 

Hitherto untilled areas may bo ul 
ilized, thv publication .̂ ay.*. by bring 
ing in new land through drainage, 
through Ihf extension or develop-, 
ment of irrigation systems, or thro' 
the cultivation of lands now in a raw, 
state. In the past year large area-
of Indian lands not formerly culti-' 
vated have been leased and' prepar­
ed for sugar beet culture. Plans are 
under way still further to increase, 
the.-:iugar beet acreage by the utili­
zation of other Indian lands in Wy--
oming, Idaho ami Montana, and—by 
the drainage of large areas in south 
em California. —

Flowered 
chintz can be bought and curtains 
easily" made for the windows. 

None of these things cost much 
money. Of course, they all ,cost 
something,, but no more than a" reas 
onably prosperous farm family can 
afford—no more than it would glad 
ly expend if it realized that this 
meant the difference between the 
girl 's-staying in the community and 
her going, to the city to make her 
own way.—Farm and Fireside. 

Editor Courier and "Freeman: 
Charles K. Goodnow, formerly of 

Hopkinton, N.„Y., died a t his home 
in Hutchinson^-Minn., Friday morn-, 
ing, June 28, aged 79 years. The 
first few years of his life were spent 
in Hopkinton, then he was for sev­
eral years a clerk in t h e store of 
George N. Culver, who a t that time 
did a large business at Eas t Stock­
holm, N . Y. 

In 1867 he came to Hutchinson 
and began the mercantile business 
with Leslie L. Day, formerly of 
Nicholville, N- Y. Later with War­
ren J. Ives, brother of Hal and' Matt 
Ives of Potsdam, a general store 
was conducted which .did a large 
business. 

Since 1908 he has done an insur­
ance business in which he took great 
interest and was . very successful. 
Coming here as he did soon after 
the Indian Outbreak, when this was 
but a small village, he lived to see 
Hutchinson a fine thriving city. He 
was a man of "sterling character and 
worth, and probably no man had 
more influence in the moral and the 
spiritual growth qf this city than 
Mr. Goodnow. I t was through his 
influence that the first Congrega­
tional church was built here, and he 
was Superintendent of its Sunday 
School_for nearly 40 years. The 
great profusion of flowers at the 
funeral sent by Insurance Compan­
ies, Sunday School and by-friends, 
both old and young, showed -in a 
marked degree the esteem in which 
he was held. 

In 1869 he married Miss Eunice 
C Stearns of Stockholm, N. Y. who 
lives to revere.his memory.

Sheppard, sums up the life - of the 
deceased better than all I have writ­
ten when he said: "Father Good­
now was one of the most thoroughly 
good men I ever knew."
