WOMEN VOTERS IN SESSION 
MANY PRESENT AT MEETING 

At WINTHROP. 

Politicians of Both Parties Ameng 
The Speakers. 

Winthrop, July 10.—A conference 
of St. Lawrence County Women Vot­
ers was hed at. Winthrop Tuesday, 
July 2," "They included Senator N. 
M. Marshall of Malone, Republican 
County Chairman H. M. Ingram pt 
Potsdam, Democratic County Chair­
man J.'M. Wert of Ogdensburg, Jul­
ius Frank Mayor of Ogdensburg, 
County Clerk W, W. Haile of Canton 
County Overseer of the Poor Harlow 
Olmstead of Canton, A. J. Hanmer 
Supervisor of Massena, Bayard Sea-
verTown Clerk of Stockholm, As­
semblyman E. A. Everett of Pots­
dam, J. H. McCarthy ex-Supervisor 

; of Brasher, A. J, Fields Superinten­
dent of Schools. The conference was 
entertained by the Winthrop and 
Brasher Political Equality Club, "of 
vriachjlrs, W. 0. Smith, has for 
some" years been the leader. The 
morning session was opened with an 
invocation by L. R. Lowry of Oanr 
ton.- Mrs, Harry Hamilton of Win­
throp gave the address of welcome 
Following the reports of work done 
in the'"cbunty*Mrs. Robert Ford, the 
chairman, of the 81st Congressional 
District, discussed the duties of the 
women voters, emphasizing the need 
of a continuation of organization. 
Before adjournment for luncheon 

• the women of St. Lawrence County 
organized so -that concerted political 
effort may be made in the needful in 
terests of women. The following of 
fleers for the county were elected: 
Miss M. i. Church, Massena, County 
Chairman; Mrs. James R. Bill, Og­
densburg, First Vice Chairman; Mrs 
C. 0... R: Bell, Ogdensburg, Second 

J Vice Chairman; . Miss Sarah Plais-
arice, Canton, Secretary; Miss • Ber-
nice Seaver, Winthrop, Treasurer. 
At one o'clock adjournment was 
made to Grange hall where a delici­
ous luncheon was served by-the Red 
-Cross, under the direction of Mrs. 
A. J. Fields. Mrs_ Robert Ford as 
toastmistress displayed a keen grasp 
of political situations of Northern 
New York and many of. the politi­
cians, came in for humorous quips. 
The first speaker' introduced as "a 
sturdy friend of suffrage through 
all the New York Campaign," was 
Mayor Julius Frank of Ogdensburg, 
who urged the women to enroll with 
the political parties, '-'Thereby," he 
said, "may they wield the greatest 
power for good as they will be ena­
bled to accomplish through political 
organization what cannot be done 
without it." H. M. Ingram, the next 
speaker, expressed the regrets of 

, Congressman B. H. Snell who was 
unable to be present, and made a lib 
eral pledge to the new... women's or­
ganization for Mr. Snell. Miss Mar 
ion Kennehan of Brasher reviewed ' 
the work of previous campaigns and 
the present day war work of women. 
Senator N. M. Marshall's 'address 
sparkled with wit and humor. He 
spoke of his pleasure in attending a 
conference With the new political fac­
tor—the': woman'voter. George W. 
Sisson of Potsdam made a brilliant 
and stirring appeal .for non-parti-

. sanship in politics, which he pointed 
out could not. however be effective 
unless women took an active inter­
est in their party's caucus and in 
the primaries. J. M. Wert rernind-
•ed the new voters of the power of 
the ballot and advised its use to pro­
mote, not so much party power, as 
improvement in the character of the 

•candidates. A. J. Hanmer of "Mas­
sena spoke of the after-war prob­

lems that w«uld confront" American 
•citizens. Miss Easterly of Water-
town, Executive Secretary of Jeffer-

'.son County Civics League and Chair 
man of Jefferson County Intelligence 
Department, conducted the afternoon 
session, which dealt with topics of 
."New Voters' Problems." and "War 
Service."

hour last ,week Wednesday morning, 
involving a loss-estimated at $20,-
000. The- property was owned by 
M. O. Phelps of Brushton, who .-Kith, 
Mrs. Phelps, wife absent at the time 
of the fire, having gone to Boston on 
an automobile trip., 

The fire was first discovered at 
about 1 a. m: in the part of the build 
ing used as a hall, winch included an 
auditorium of considerable size and 

j was equipped for public entertain-
1 ments. An alarm was instantljr giv 

en and a chemical engine and hand 
extinguishers used, but this appara­
tus was insufficient to~-eope_with a 
fire of such large proportions and it 
was soon evident that the building 
could not be saved- and the entire 
structure was burned to the ground 
within an hour after the flames were 
discovered. By hard and persistent 
work, however, a considerable quan­
tity of furniture and equipment was 
saved from the lower floor of the 
hotel. The fire'was confined to the. 
hotel and hall and adjacent buildings 
were not involved in the loss. None 
of the hotel guests or employes were 
injured and everyone in the building 
was able to make a safe exit. 

The hotel was built about three 
years ago and the destruction of the 
hotel and hall is a serious loss to the 
village of .Brushton, as well as to 
the owner of the property. • 

The total loss resulting from the 
fire was estimated at close to $20.-
000. Against this there was' insur­
ance on the hotel and hall of $8000 
and $1000 insurance' on' furnishings 
and contents. The insurance was 
carried in the O'Neil & Hale, Irving, 
Maguire, Hut̂ chins and McBride ag­
encies. . —
