until potatoes have absorbed butter, 
occasionally shaking pan. Add but 
te r and onion, and when well mixed, 
add one-half tablespoon finely chop­
ped parsley.

"Wheatless Yeast Bread.—2 cups 
barley flour, 1 and 1-2 cups oat flour 
1 cup milk, 2 tablespoons salt, 1- t a ­
blespoon corn, syrup, 1 cake of com­
pressed yeast, 1-4 cup lukewarm 
water. Soften the yeast in luke­
warm water. Scald milk; and add 
syrup and salt. When this ' becomes 
lukewarm add 1 and 1-2 cups barley 
flour and all the oat flour, sifted. 
Beat the dough, and let it rise until 
light. Add remainder 1-2 cup bar­
ley flour, and turn dough into greas 
ed pans. Let i t rise 20 to 30 min­
utes, until it rounds somewhat over' 
the top. Bake in slow oven from 1 
to 1 and 1-4 hours.
