WEST STOCKHOLM. 

Afternoon.. left the good old U. S. A. to date. 
We had the very finest weather 

and a pleasant voyage across the 
big pond, but it became very tire­
some before we landed. Consider­
ing the great number of troops that 
were to be sent and the few trans­
ports that we had for the purpose, I 
suppose we fared very well, and I 
will not enumerate the many hard­
ships we had to contend with. 

We sighted land early one Sunday 
•morning in February, and naturally 
enough away up on the top of very 
high peaks we saw nothing less than 
a good old friend of .mine—a Ford 
—and of course the usual jokes be­
gan to pasB about. After landing in 
France we tooft a trip across the 
country in side door pullmans — 
evert worse than the Rutland— and 
-after a couple of days and nights of 
continual riding we arrived at our 

- destination,- tired, hungry and dirty 
as dogs, and twice as vicious, but 
much to our surprise we were met 
by a fine group of soldiers who took 
our packs off our backs and showed 
Ta_fte.jray to a nearby hotel where 
we underwent a good Wruhbing, and 

. found a fine supper awaiting us But 
still better they showed us the way 
to our sleeping quarters where they 
had beds all made up for us with 
plenty of nice warm blankets. We 
had n fine,night's rest and awoke 
in the following morning readv and 
willing to do our bit. 

We are now stationed in a city 
which is not so very large but one 
of the most beautiful in France, and 

•where one of the greatest scandals 
of Europe occurred and a-Rmg near 
ly lost his throne. On very quiet 
days we can hear the rumble and 

. roar of the big guns. " 
I. have talked with many of the 

soldiers who have spent many long 
months at̂  the front and you know 
their stories are very interesting. 
They say the Huns are good fight­
ers when in overwhelming numbers 
and that they are going to have hard 
luck when they attempt to cross the 
line held hy the Yanks. The U. S. 
is making some wonderful prepara­
tions along every line and it is very 
evident that they intend to win this 
great ftrugle. Before many months 
the Roches will realize that we have 
a round trip ticket and it reads "via 
,Berlin." Allemagne. 

The Y. M. C. A. and Red Cross 
are doing some wonderful and hero­
ic work. The- Y. jiever loses a 
chance to arrange something good 
for the boys. We have Movies twice 
a week and.a lecture Wednesday ev 
ening in a real theatre with plush 
spring cushions, the real thing The 
reading room of the Y. is under the 
same roof as our Qrs. so you see we 
have a real home. We have the best 
speakers, music, books, magazines, 

•games and the like. It is our home 
over here and is mucfi appreciated 
by all. Just at present M*s. And­
rews of Buffalo is in charge of this 
Y,. and she* is one of the finest of 
women. She has a son. a Captain 
.in a machine battalion over here. 

In the hosptials the Red Cross 
nurses are doing' wonderful work 
We found soon after we arrived 
here that both officers and enlisted' 

, men were paying respect bv salut­
ing them, which is no more - than 
they deserve, for their deed of hra-
ery. We have had several of our 
own boys sick in the hospitals with 
colds, etc., and they all praise very 
highly the excellent care and treat­
ment received by them. 

On our journey to the interior 
from the coast we passed many in­
teresting things and through many 
ancient cities. One was a city that 
dates hack to 64 A. D. and was built 
by Julius Caesar. Another thing 
•which attracted my attention wai 
the cliff dwellers, their huts being 
built in the sides of the hills and 
the people were actually living in 
them as in the primitive ages. It 
looked very queer to see the smoke 
commg out of the side of the hills 
One would think that a small volca­
no was in eruption had he not known 
what it was. 

While I am not able as yet to 
speak the French language fluently 
I have had several very interesting 
conversations with'some fine French 
people. They all seem anxious to 
learn the' American language So 
when we are talking together and 
both narties trying real hard we can 
usually get a fair understanding.
