-to our s leeping quarters where they 
h a d beds all made up for Us wi th 
p lenty o f nice warm blankets. We 
had a fine n ight 's res t and awoke 
in the fo l lowing morning ready and 
wi l l ing t o do our bit. 

W e a r e now stationed^ in a city 
which i s not so very l arge but on" 
of the m o s t beautiful -in France, .and 
where one of the greates t scandals 
of Europe occurred and a King near 
l y los t h i s throne. On ' very quiet 
days w e can hear the rumble and 
roar of the b ig guns. 

I h a v e talked wi th many of the 
soldiers w h o have spent many lon.tr 
months a t the front and . you know 
the ir s tor ies are very interesting. 
They . s a y the Huns are "good fight­
ers when* in overwhelming numbers 
and that they are go ing to have hard 
luck w h e n they a t tempt to cross the 
line held by the Yanks . The II. S. 
is m a k i n g some wonderful prepara­
t ions a long every line and it is very 
evident that they intend to win this 
great- s t r u c k . Before many months 
the B o d i e s will realize that we have 
a round trip ticket and it reads "via 
Berlin." Allemagne. 

The Y . M. C. A. and Red Cross , 
are doing some wonderful and hem­
ic work. The Y never loses a 
chance to arrange something gend 
for fh6 -boys . "We" have Movies twice 
a w e e k and a lecture Wednesday ev 
ening in a real theatre with . plush 
spring cushions, the real thing The 
reading ftom of the Y. is under the 
s a m e roof as our Qrs. so you see we 
have a real home. W e nave the best 
speakers , music, books, magazines , 
games and the like. It is •our home 

. over here and is much appreciated 
b y all. Just at present Mrs. And­
rews o f Buffalo is in charge of this 
,Y, and she is one of the finest of 
women. She has a son, a Captain 
in a machine battalion over here. 

In t h e hosptials the Red Cross, 
nurses are doing wonderful work 
W e found soon after we arrived 
here that both officers' and enlisted 
men were paying respect -by salut­
ing them, which is no more than 
they deserve, for their deed of bra-
ery. W e have had several of our 
own boys sick in the hospitals with 
colds, etc.. and they all praise very 
h igh ly the excellent care and treat ­
ment received by 'them. 

On our journey to the interior 
from the coast w e passed many in­
t e r e s t i n g things and through many 
ancient cities. One w a s a city that 
dates back to 64 A. D. and w a s built 
by Jul ius Caesar. Another th ing 

' which attracted m y attention w a s 
the cliff dwellers, their huts being 
bui l t in t h e ' s i d e s of the hills and 
the people were actual ly l iving in 
them a s in the primitive ages! It 
looked very queer to see the smoke 
coming out of the side of the hills. 
One would think that a small volca­
no w a s in eruption had he not known 
What i t was . 

Whi le I am not able as yet to 
speak the French language fluently 
I have had several very interesting 
conversat ions with some fine French 
people. They all seem anxious to 
learn the American language.. So 
when w e are ta lking together and 
both nart ies trying real hard we can 
usual ly get a fair understanding. 

_ . In our. present, Jncat ion we have a 
fine bunch of men and officers and 
the French people are very courte­
o u s and obl iging—not forgett ing to 
add a couple of Francs to their 
goods when they see the American 
coming , so we are happy and con­
tented where -we are until the time 
comes for us to again hoard trans­
port for the good old V S A My 
Last Ocean Voyage .

I would rather he at home with the 
o n e s I love than here, hut inasmuch 
a s l a m here I am wil l ing to remain 
and do m y hit "until we have suc­
ce s s fu l l y accomplished the task that 
wp have undertaken, and when that 
is done I will return home, and will 
.it least have the sat isfact ion of say­
i n g — t o m y s e l f — t h a t I w a s not . a 
Slacker." and went with my own I Norwood 
free will and accord in a t ime when Mrs. W E 
I though / m y Country needed and and fitte 
w a s cal l ing me. tician.

, LAWS OF NEW YORK.—By Authority. 
CHAP. 26. 

AN ACT to amend the village law* *n Ha­
lation to the treasurer. • 

Became a law March 4, 1918, with the 
approval of the Governor. Fussed, three-
ftfths- being present 

The People of the State of New Yorfc, 
represented In Senajte and. Assembly, do 
enact as follows:-

Section 1. Section eighty-one of ehaptsr 
sixty-four of the laws of i nineteen hun­
dred and nine, entitled "An act relatlnc 
to- villages, constituting' chapter sixty-
four of the consolidated laws," Is hereby 
amended so a? to read as follows; 
j I |L Treasurer. The treasurer of a Til­
lage Is Its chief fiscal officer. He shall 
receive all moneys belonging to the vil­
lage, apd keep an accurate account of all 
receipts and expenditures thereof, show­
ing the fundsfor wAiXeh,_and^he persons 
from whom, such moneys are "received, 
and the funds from which, and tho per­
sons to whom, such moneys are paid. 
Ho shall deposit nil moneys received by 
htm In the banks designated by the> board 
of trustees, subject to .this check, as treas­
urer. Interest"on villaso money belongs 
to the village, and must be credited, by 
the treasurer to the proper fund. No 

•money shall be paid from the treasury of 
the village, except In pursuance of a 
Judgment or order of a court; _or an audit 
and alIowance~*by the board of trustees 
and an order designatins the furtd, signed 
by the president and countersigned by the 
cleric, or by an order of a board of com­
missioners of the village upon a fund 
within Its Jurisdiction. The treasurer 
shall not draw any money so deposited by 
him, except in pursuance of such judg­
ment or order. He shall report. In writ­
ing, to the board of trustees when re­
quested, the amount of money received 
by him since his last report, the sources 
thereof,, and the true state of the trasury, 
which reports shall be filed with the vil­
lage clerk. He shall, within five days 
after the end of each fiscal year, file with 
the village clerk an accurate, detailed and 
verified statement, showing all moneys 
paid Inte the village treasury during the 
previous fiscal , year,, the persons by 
whom, and, t h * funds for which, the same 
were paid, all expenditures from the 
treasury during such yenr. the persons to 
whom, and the funds from which, such 
moneys were ]>aid, the balance In the 
treasury to the credit of each fund at the 
commencement and at the end of the fis­
cal year, and all Indebtedness of the vll-
ssjre outstanding, to whom, so far as 
practicable, the same is owing, upon 
what account, and when payable. The 
treasurer shall make such further reports 
as may be required by the board of trus­
tees.
