W e h a d - t h e v e r y finest weather 
and a pleapant v o y a g e across " t h e 
blp; pond, but i t became v e r y tire­
s o m e before w e landed. Consider­
i n g the jrreat number of troops that 
w e r e t o bo Kent and the f e w trans­
por t s tha t w e had f o r the purpose, I 
s u p p o s e w e fared very wel l , and I 
wi l l no t enumerate the m a n y hard­
s h i p s w e had t o contend wi th . 

W e s ighted land early one Sunday 
mornlnsr in February, and natural ly 
•enough a w a y u p on the top of very-
h i g h peaks w e .saw nothing l e s s than 
a goad old friend of m i n e — a Ford 
— a n d of course the usual jokes be­
g a n t o pass .ahout . After l and ing in 
France w e took a trip across the 
country in "side door pul lmans — 
oven won?e than the R u t l a n d — and

On our journey to the interior 
from the const w e passed many in-
t e r e s l i n g things and through many 
ancient cities One wn- a city that 
dates hack to fit A. T> and w a s built 
by Jul ius Caesar.

w e have undertaken, and when that 
is done T will return home, and will 
a t least have t h e sat isfact ion of say­
i n g — t o m y s e l f — t h a t I w a s not a 
Slacker." and went with m y own I Norwoo 
free will and accord in a t ime when ' Mrs. To 
I though m y Country needed and and nt( 
w a s cal l ing me. . t ician.
