Former Wintl irop I'nuertakor Has 

, Been Overseas Since Fcby. 

Wlnthrop, July., 17 .—Horace N. 
Scott of Winthrop, a 'former under­
taker there, i s wi th the Graves R e g 
istrat ion service Uni t 304. in France 
H e wr i te s as fol lows to his wi fe un­
d e r date of June 14: 

"It has been m y intention for 
some t ime to'fcive y o u a summarized 
account o f m y trip f r o m the t ime I 
l e f t the good old U. S. A. t o date. 

W e had the v e r y finest Weather 
and a p leasant v o y a g e across the 
b i g pond, but i t became very t ire­
some before w e landed. Consider­
i n g the g r e a t number of troops that 
w e r e t o b e sent and t h e f e w trans­
ports t h a t w e had .for the purpose, I 
s u p p o s e w e fared v e r y well,' and I 
•will not enumerate t h e many hard­
s h i p s w e had t o contend with. - • 

W e s i g h t e d land ear ly one Sunday 
•morning in February, and natural ly 
e n o u g h a w a y u p on t h e top of very 
Tiigh peaks w e saw n o t h i n g l e s s than 
a j o o d old friend o f m i n e — a Ford 
— a n d o f course the usual jokes be -
g a % t o p a s s about. A f t e r landing in 
France w e took a t r i p across the 
country ' in side door pull-mans — 
e v e n worse than the R u t l a n d — and 
a f t e r a couple of days and n ights of 
continual _r iding w e arrived at our 
dest ination, tired, h u n g r y . a n d dirty 
a s dogs , and twice a s vicious, but 
m u c h t o ' our surprise w e were met 
b y a fine group of soldiers who took 
our packs off our backs and showed 
u s the w a y to a nearby hotel where 
w e underwent a good scrubbing, and 
found a fine supper awai t ing u s But 
s t i l l bet ter they showed us the w a y 
to our s l eep ing quarters where they 
had beds all made up for us with 
p lenty of nice warm blankets. We 
had a fine n ight 's res t and awoke 
in the fo l lowing morning ready and 
wi l l ing ' to do our bit. 

W e are now stationed in a city 
which i s not so very l arge but one 
of the m o s t beautiful in France, and 
where one of the greates t scandals 
o f Europe occurred and a K i n g near'] 
l y lost h is throne. • On very quiet 
d a y s w e can hear t h e rumble and 
roar of the b ig guns. 

I have t a l k e 4 wi th many of the 
soldiers w h o have spent m a n y long , 
months at x , the front and you know 
the ir s tor ies are very—' interest ing. 
They say the Huns are good fight­
e r s when in overwhelming numbers 
and that t h e y are g o i n g to have hard 
lurk when they at tempt to cross the 
l ine held by the Yanks . The V P. 
is making some wonderful prepara­
t ions a long every l ine and it is very 
evident that they intend to win this 
great .-irucclc. Before many month* 
the Boohe? will realize that we have 
a round trin ticket and it reads "via 
Berlin." Al lemagne 

The Y. II. C. A. and Red Cross 
are doing some wonderful and hero­
ic work. The Y. never loses a 
chance to arrange something good 
for the hoys . We have Movies twice 
a week a n d ' a lecture Wednesday ev 
e n i n g in a real theatre with plush 
spr ing cushions, the real th ing The 
reading room of the Y. is under the 
s a m e roof as our Qrs. so you see we 
have a real home. W e have the best 
speakers , music, books, magazines , 
g a m e s and the like. It is our home 
over here and is much appreciated 
b y all. J u s t at present Mrs. And­
r e w s of Buffalo is in charge of this 
Y , and she is one of the finest of 
women. S h e has a son. a Captain 
in a machine battalion over here. 

In the hosptials the Red Cross 
nurses are doing wonderful work. 
W e found soon af ter we arrived 
here that both officers and enlisted 
men were paying respect by salut­
i n g them, which i s no more- than 
they deserve; for the ir deed of bra-
ery. We; have had several of our 
own boys sick in the hospitals with 
cold's: etc.. and they all praise very 
h igh ly the excellent care and treat­
m e n t received by them. 

On our journey to the interior 
f rom the coast we passed m a n y in­
teres t ing th ings and through many 
ancient cit ies. One „was a ci ty that 
dates hack t o 64 A. B and w a s built 
by Julius Caesar. Another, th ing 
which attracted m y attention w a s 
the cliff dwellers, their huts being 
bui l t in the sides of the hills and 
t h e people were actual ly l iv ing in 
them as in the primitive ages . It 
looked v e r y queer to see the smoke 
c o m i n g o u t of the side of the hills. 
One would think that a small volca­
no was in eruption had he not known 
what it w a s . 

While I am not able as yet to 
speak the French language fluently 
I have had several very interest ing 
conversat ions with s o m e fine French 
people. They all s eem anxious to 
learn the American language So' 
when we are ta lking together and 
hoth parties try ing real hard w e ran 
usually get a fair understanding. 

In our present location we have a 
fine bunch of men and officers and 
t h e French people are very courte­
o u s and obl ig ing—not forget t ing to 
add a couple of Francs to their 
goods when they =ee the American 
roming, so we are happy and con­
tented where we are until the t ime 
comes for us to again hoard trans 
port for the good old V "S A My 
Last Ocean Voyage I have ye* to 
decide that I did the wrong thing 
when I enlisted, however, you know 
I would rather he at home with ih» 
o n e s I love than here, hut inasmuch 
a s I am here I am wi l l ing to remain 
and do rdy hit "untit we have suc­
cess ful ly accomplished the task tha* 
we have undertaken, and when thai 
is done I will return home, and \vi'' 
a t least h a v e the sat i s fact ion of say­
i n g — t o m y s e l f — t h a t I w a s not a 
Slacker,'' and went wi th m y own 
free will aftd accord in a tim'e when 
I though m y Country needed and 
w a s cal l ing me.

fraternal congress, August twenty-third, 
eighteen hundred and ninety-nine, or upon 
,a table b—ed upon the society's own ex­
perience . at least twenty years, "cover­
ing not less than one hundred thousand 
lives, with an interest assumption not 
dtoro than four per centum^ per annum, 
or any higher standard at the option of 
tho society, may provide 'in Its constitu­
tion and by-law?, In addition to other 
benefits provided for therein, for the pay­
ment ot death or annuity benefits upon 
tha lives of children between 'the ages 
of two and eighteen years next birthday, 
for whose support and maintenance a 
member of such society Is responsible. 
Any such society may et lta option or­
ganize and operate branches for such 
children and membership in local lodges 
and initiation therein shall- not be re­
quired for such children, nor shall they 
have any voice la the management of 
the society. Tho total benefits payable 
aa above provided shall in no case exceed 
the tolloaftng - amounts at ages at next 
birthday at timfl of death, respectively, 
as follows: Two, thirty-four dollars; 
three, forty dollars; four, forty-eight dol­
lars; five, fifty-eight dollars; six, one hun­
dred and forty dollars;*seven, one hundred 
and sixty-eight dollars; eight, two hun­
dred dollars; nine, two hundred and forty 
dollars; ten, three hundred dollars; eleven, 
three hundred and eighty dollars; twelve, 
four hundred and sixty dollars: thirteen 
to fifteen, five hundred and twenty dol­
lars; sixteen to. eighteen years, where 
not otherwise authorized by law, six hun­
dred dollars.
