W e s i g h t e d land"early-one Sunday 
m o r n i n g i n February, and naturally

I h a v e , t a l k e d w i th many of the 
soldiers w h o have spent m a n y long 
months a t the front and you know 
their s t o r i e s are v e r y interest ing. 

> They s a y the Huns are good fights 
ers w h e n in overwhelming numbers 

• and that t h e y are g o i n g to h a v e hard 
luck w h e n they at tempt to cross the 
line held b y the Yanks . The U. S. 
is m a k i n g some wonderful prepara­
tions a l o n g every l ine and it is very 
evident 0 t h a t they intend to win this 

,- great s t rug le . Before m a n y months 
the B o d i e s will real ize that we have 
a round trip ticket and it reads "via 

„ _ , Berlin." Al lemagne . 
The Y . M. C. A . and Red Cross 

are d o i n g some wonderful and hero­
ic work. The Y. never loses a 
chance t o arrange someth ing good 
for t h e boys . We h a v e M o v i e s twice 
a w e e k and a lecture Wednesday ev 
ening in a real theatre w i th plush 
spring cushions, t h e real thing. The 
reading room of t h e Y. is under the 
same roof as, our Qrs. so you see we 
have a rea l home. We nave the best 
speakers , music, books, magazines , 
games a n d ' the l ike. It is 'our home 
over h e r e and is much appreciated 
b y - a l l . J u s t at present Mrs. And­
rews o f Buffalo i s . i n char.ge„of this 
Y, and s h e is one of the fines%» of 
w o m e n . She has a son, a Captain 
in a. mach ine battalion over here. 

Til t h e hosptials the Red Cross 
„ „ u u r s e s a r e ' d o i n g wonderful work 

. W e found soon a f ter we arrived 
here -that both officers and enlisted 
men w e r e pay ing respect b y salut-

• ing t.hem, which i s n o - m o r e than 
they deserve , for "their deed of bra-
ery. W e have h,ad several of our 
own b o y s sick in the hospitals with 
colds, etc. . and they all praise very 
h igh ly the excel lent care and treat­
ment rece ived by them. 

On our journey to the interior 
from t h e coast w e passed m a n y in­
t e r e s t i n g t h i n g s and through many 
ancient cit ies. O n e - w a s a ci ty that 
dates back to 64 A . D. and w a s built 
by J u l i u s Caesar. Another th ing 
which attracted m y attention was 
the cliff dwellers,' their huts being 
built in the sides of the hi l ls and 
the p e o p l e ' w e r e actual ly l iv ing in 
them as in the primitive ages . It 
looked v e r y queer to see the smoke 
c o m i n g ou t o f the side of the hills.
