"The sinking" of the Lusitania 
was the most dastardly crime in all 
history, but Germany's promise that 
it would not be repeated, made us 
feel that although she did not care 
for the r ights of humanity, she did 
fear our power and our strength and 
would respect our rights. But 
when,she announced to the world on 
January 31, 1917, that she would 
continue her ruthless and murderous 
submarine warfare, we well knew 
that peace between the United States 
and the German Imperial govern­
ment was a t an end. 

"Germany carried out her threats . 
She sunk our ships, she murdered 
our defenseless non-combatant men, 
women and children. She bl»w up 
our manufacturing and lUftiition 
plants. Through her intricate and 
most thoroughly organized spy sys­
tem she spread pro-German propa­
ganda from coast to coast and did 
not stop even a t the doors of the 
American Capital, until on account 
of all this we were forced to declare 
war on April (5, 1917.
