ailable under the law for the d> 
ration of dividends. Tin- law furth­
er provides that funds so cniitrihut • 
i.'d -hall be u.-ed by the Red Cro-. in 
furnishing voluntary aid to the tick 
and wounded of I he enmhnfnnt nvni-
ies. the voluntary relief of the Army 
and Navy nf the Unitd States, anil 

' the relief of the suffering caused hy 
the war to the people of the Unilcil 
Stales and their allied nations. 

If the rest nf the people could he 
induced to take William H. Ander­
son, Superintendent of the Anti-Sa­
loon League, as seriously as he 
'take.-i himself this would be a great 
world—for Mr. Anderson. In the 
latest issue of his publication he 
takes the full and undivided credit 
of forcing" Senator Elon R. Brown 
out of public life. 

This will be news to the people of 
this senatorial district. Senator 
Brown retired from the Senate in 
spite of the demands by the best 
citizens of this district that he re­
main there. If he said the word it 
is doubtful if there would have bejn 
a candidate against him, and his 
nomination "and" election would have 
been certain.
