This Jfet. not only required t h e eon-
sent, of Congress by special act for 
each individual development on nav­
igable s treams and on public domain 
but, as far as possible, describes the 
conditions tinder which all construc­
tion must be made. These conditions 
a re so entirely impracticable and 
uncertain tha t all water powers de­
velopment under Federal control has 
practically ceased. 

First. This act requires the per­
son making the development to com 
ply with or construct according to 
plans approved by the Secretary of 
War and Chief of Engineers and au­
thorizes those officers to protect the 
present and future needs of naviga­
tion. • That is, the Federal. Govern­
ment may come along after you have 
completed your development and 
require you to construct, maintain,

TJie Coroner brought in a verdict in 
accordance with the circumstances.

CONCRETE SHIP ON RIVER. 

First To Be* Launched In America 
Given -Trial Trip. 

The steamer Concretia, the first 
genuine concrete vessel to be built 
and launched in America, arrived in 
Prescott las t week on her maiden 
voyage, making the t r ip from Mon-

- i l e a l in a few minutes under 24 hrs. 
The Concretia attained an average 
speed of 10 knots an hour on the run 
to Prescott, ,_the engines working in 
perfect s h a p e ' a n d ' t h e trim little 
boat showirig no vibration whatever. 

The Concretia was launched in 
the Montreal docks Nov. 4, 1917, the 
construction being completed inside 
of eight weeks. She is 126 ft. long. 
22 ft, 6 inches wide with a depth of 
12 ft. 6 inches. 

The object of the t r ip was t o give 
the boat a trial spin as fas as Pres­
cott. She returned t o Montreal and 
the superstructure Which is as yet 
only temporary will be*' completed.

. The Allied offensive begun last 
week against the salient which the 
Germans had driven into the Allied. 
lines between Sqissons and Rheims 
appears to have slowed up in the 
past f e w days. The n2t gains am­
ount to from ten to twelve miles ih 
depth and twenty miles along the 
front and about 30,0.00 prisoners. 
Rumors of a great German disaster 
-and the capture of the Crown Prince 
army of a half million men, unfor­
tunately are not confirmed, but the . 
Allie'Sj' have won a most .substantial 
victory, the results of which are not 
yet entirely foreseen particularly as 
the battle is yet in. progress and the 
Allies may make further gains. 

Starting with a German offensive 
aimed against Paris, the struggle of 
the past week and taking t h e initi­
ative from the Germans and their 
defeat has made it almost out of the 
question for them to consider a se­
rious thrust against the French cap­
ital for weeks to come. In fact 
many military critics believe tha t 
the high tide of the German invasion 
has been reached as the constantly 
increasing number of American .
