"George W. Goodhart, who enlisted 
in Company D of Ogdensburg a year 
ago last April, writes a^ follows to 
the Courier, under date of June 14, 
from shipboard en route overseas: 
• "I thought I would drop you- a 

few lines to let you know Where we 
are:." 'At the time I am writing this 
we are about 800 miles from France.

We traveled all night Wednesday 
and all day Thursday and abouirT 

• dropped anchor in New* York-liar-
bout about half a mile from shore; 
Well, they might just as well have 
anchored ten miles out, because it 
did not do us any good only to look 

„ over there and see. the white lights. 
We were only a little way from Co­
ney Island and Saturday and Sun-

tday the ferryhoal that runs from 
New York to Coney Island went by 

— our ship every little while. One fer­
ry went by that had two bands on

and believe me it made us feel like 
getting pff and ma'rc.hing. 

We left New York that Sunday 
for overseas. We had forty-two 
ships in the convoy and. a. cruiser 
with thirty guns" led the way. When 
we started out most of the fellows 
thought we would be seasick but 
there was only fgie or two sick. I 
don't think it is necessary for me to 
describe every. day of the. journey, 
but some of the things that happen­
ed I will tell you. 

After we had been out at sea for 
I about a week, one of the fellows saw 
! a slwot of water coming up. about 
i 50 feet from our_boat and of course 
j wo. were all curious to see and all 
started on deck. When we -got up 

) there it was only an old lazy whale. 
j A few days, after that .we heard all 
t the ships blowing their whistles, so 
! we went up to find out and. we were' 
! told, a submarine had been sighted 
j-on the .starboard or right hand side 
j 0.f._the ship—that was the first one. 
J -Since then three more have been 

sighted, but they have not done any 
\ damage yet. 

Thursday we started to stand 
("watch for on hour, at a time. The 
j sailors stand watch all the time. We 
i also had life boat drill mo it eyeiy 
! day at one o'clock. Friday morneur 
j the cruiser left us and star'el b.yk 
for New York aruj_.le|t us aionr. We 
expect fifteen torpedo destroyers to 
pick us up Saturday morning, so I 
think we are entirely out of danger.

REDWOOii ROAD OPEN. 

Link Between Watertown and Og 
densburg Completed. 

The state road between Redwood 
and the St. Lawrence county line has 
been completed and is now open to 
traffic. The first contract for the 
building of the state road from Red­
wood to the county boundary line, 
which was destined to connect Wat­
ertown and Ogdensburg, was let in 
June, 1915. At that time the state 
roads reached from Watertown ' to 

j Redwood, but the four miles between 
j that village and the county line was 
very_poor. ,The length of road to 
be built to iconnect these .two pieces 
of good roads was four .'and six-
tenths miles. When work was start 
ed this spring there was still 1.3 
miles to be built. ' 

There was considerable delay in 
the b-Uildinlg of this highway. 'While 
it was under construction automobile 
drivers were forced to detour in 
order to reach Ogdensburg and in 
wet weather that was practically, im 
possible. Citizens'of Ogdensburg 
have been particularly anxious to 
have the road finished. With the 
completion -of this highway it gives 
a perfect stretch of state road from 
Watertown to Ogdensburg.
