When near his own farm 
Puller asked to get oiriVas'it seemed 
that Willis was not driving careful­
ly. Puller had no idea of anything 
wrong, but after leaving the car he 
saw that something ailed Willis and 
•a warm drink was quickly prepared 
at the Monroe house. Mr. Willis 
soon lapsed into .unconsciousness. 
TFhe neighbors did all possible, tak­
ing the stricken man. to his home,, 
and sending for medical aid, which 
gave his family no hope, and about 
noon he passed away without regain 
ing consciousness. Mr. Willis was 
a man of sterling worth, of an un­
assuming and retiring nature and 
honest to a high, degree. Many 
years ago, nearly 35, he came,with 
his wife-from Vermont where he had 
resided for 11 years, and toojc con­
trol ,of the old home where he was 
born 64 years ago, and cared for his 
mother and sister May till death 
claimed them. He built up and re­
paired buildings, bought land and to 
day has left a fine farm and he was 
considered well off. Of late he had 
not been feeling well and suffered
