INDIANS DECLARE WAR. 

Edward H. Gohl. adopted Onond-i 
ga Indian and adviser of the tribe, 
announced last week that he had 
been delegated by the Onondagas to 
draft a declaration of war against 
Germany for the imprisonment of 17 
members of the tribe at the outbreak 
of the war in 1914'. 

The Indians put in prison were a 
part of two German circuses and the 
Germans in the company joined the 
army. The stranded Indians were 
insulted and beaten by the Germans 
and Austrians. They were finally 
imprisoned for their own protection, 
but later their release was obtained. 

By the terms of a treaty -between 
General- Washington and the 23 
chiefs of the Onondaga tribe in 17S3 
the Onondagas were declared a sep­
arate nation from the United States 
and both sides have always respect­
ed the treaty.
