The Federal Reserve Bulletin says 
that one of the most encpuraging 
and gratifying features of the Third 
Liberty Loan' is that apparently 
there has been little use of bank ac- • 
commodations for 'the purchase of. 
the bonds. It estimates that .proba­
bly more than 80- per cent of., the 
bonds are already fully paid for. 

The financial statements of the 
various Federal reserve banks indi­
cate that not much borrowing from 
the banks was don» by the suhscrih-

paid cash or bought on th'e install­
ment plan.

NEW DRAFT SUGGESTIONS. 

Will Include Men From 18 To 45 
Year^of Age. 

The new administration man pow 
er bill extending the selective serv­
ice act to all men between the ages 
of 18 and 45 inclusive, and author­
izing the President to call such per­
sons into military service "in such 
sequence 6f ages and at such times" 
as he may prescribe, has been intro­
duced in both Houses of Congress. 

The measure, which.was prepared 
by Secretary Baker with the approv 
al of the President and Provost 
Marshal General Crowder, was re­
ferred to the . military committees. 
Congressional leaders plan to have 
the measure considered soon after 
the summer recess period is over, 
the last of this month. While Sen­
ate leaders admit there may be 
some opposition, they hope that it 
will finally be passed by Sept. 1. 

Between the ages of 32 and 45 
General Crowder estimated there 
are 10,028,973 males, but taking in­
to consideration those married or 
who would be subject to .deferred 
classification because of physical 
conditions or other reasons, he esti­
mates the "net effective-" at G01,-
230. Between IS and 20 he estim­
ates the number of males at 3, 171,-
071, of which the "net effectives" 
would total l,7»7.tl0i). 

Provost Marshal General Crnwlp' 
has suggested Sept. 5 as the date 
for a national registration of men 
within the proposed new aces. 

Weekly registration of youths at­
taining the age of 21 during the next 
few weeks waV proposed by General 
Crowder a- the only means of ob­
taining the tilin.fillt) men to be called 
to the color.- in September. This 
could be done by presidential proc­
lamation and would add about Rfl.-
000 to the number of men available.
