The 
President and/ Congress , are discuss­
ing the quest-ion' and trying to "tind 
ways and means to reduce the ,;cost, 
but for the most part all efforts in 
tht.- direcaion are confined to tamper 
ing with effects and ignoring ca.us.es. 
The investigations which are • being 
made call for the expenditure of very-
large sums of money, increased" gov­
ernment expense and add to the cost 
of living without accomplishing, any 
prastical^nd.;b_emrttcral-'resulTs.":' ~ 

A fine illustration of how the cost 
of living' is being advanced is to be 
found in the fact that in all of our 
industries, 'while wages are being ad 
vanced adding to the coat of produc­
tion, yet at' the same time the men' 
who are receiving the increase • in 
wages with shorter hours are doing 
less work and producing,less results, 
so" that the, cost of production is be­
ing enormously increased in three, 
different, directions. This cannot con 
tinue without continuing tcTmcrease 
the cost of living in the future as it 
has done in tbe past. 

A'fine illustration of how this pro-" 
cess is adding to the cost of living 
and to the burden of life is shown 
by the experience of the Pennsylvan­
i a Railroad.
