HOW TOS-EfURE LOWER PRICES. 

We are all complaining of the 
high cost of- living. Work is the on­
ly, thing t h a t can possibly reduce this 
cost] yet we all want to do less work, 
Wiinkaig "that through some form .of 
economic alchemy, we can without 
hard labor obtain that which all hu­
man -experience has proved can be 
obtained only through hard labor. A 
current writer has summed- up the 
present situation succinctly" thust; ,' 

"Imagine a family liying in 1880. 
There-is a father, a mother, two sons 
and a daughter. The parents each 
wort twelve hours a day, and the chil 
dren each ten. In a week the family; 
Jms.accomplished-whafLJvauId be 374 
hours of work for a single person. 
.Their re_(xe.atio.ns-.consist in going to 
cijurch oh" Sunday, in occasional bug­
gy rides or walksion a moonlight ev­
ening, qr" in a little skating, coast­
ing, and sleighing in the winter, with 
a—liriiited ^amount'"Of" sweethearting 
for the young people on Saturday 
and Sunday nights only. All this 
costs practically nothing. Here is a 
typical picture of today. In a simi­
lar family the father and older son 
work forty-four hours a week, the 
mother forty-two hours a .week, the 
youngest son and daughter not a t all 
Their total weekly output amounts' 
to 130 hours of work for a single per 
son, or a little more than a third that 
of the 1880 family. Their usual di­
versions a re expensive clothes, din­
ing out, theatres,, movie shows and 
automobiler'trlps, costing them week­
ly the pay_ for about thirty-five hours 
of \wjrk. This leaves 'some" ninety-
five Jiours of work to support them, 
or alvout one-fourth a s much as in 
the case of the other family. In the 
main they are happy, but they are 
very much .worried about the high 
cost of living." 

The-legislature has many prob­
lems before if but the people cat; 
rest assured that they will be met 
intelligently - by the Republican ma­
jority.
