A large number of. cases of influ­
enzal grip and colds ' are reported 
throughout Northern New York.. 
The influenza is in much less severe 
form than tha t during- the epidemic 
last year.- Thus far but one death 
has been reported directly attribut­
able to it in this vicinity. That oc­
curred Sunday in Honkinton. 

Local physicians have probably 
over two hundred cases, but all of 
them with possibly a few exceptions 
are not serious. The disease here­
abouts appeared to secure its first 
hold among young children, spread­
ing to adults. 

The reappearance of influenza 
has been general throughout the 
east. . Chicago reported several 
fjiousand, cases last week w.hile New 

. York city is now beginning to feel 
the effects of the enidemic. Else­
where as here, the flu is in njild 
•farm thus far. 

Dr.' F. J. Fuller "village health offi­
cer issues the following statement: 

While no genuine flu or nneumo-
nia has as yet been reported to the 
Potsdam Department of Health we 
have tt» reason to believe that flu 
Will not visit lis in a more or less en 
idemic 'form, due to the fact that 
neighboring towns all around us are 
now facing such an issue. • Fore ; 
warned, is forearmed; the best wav 
to care for-such an enidemic is to. 
prepare to fight it; such a prenarq-

"tion is now unde'r—proTiTess in this" 
village. Efforts are be'ng made to 
procure suitable housing facilities, 
where a number of flu and nneunio-
niu cases can "be—put - u uder the -same-
supervision of* oui" Village He^l'h 
Nurse and cared for under one* roof. 

Could %ve avoid bringing this di­
sease into town we would not bnve 
it to fight: hut many preventative 
measures can be observed hv indiv­
iduals separately, • preventing a 
spread of epidemic flu, by observing 
some of the following precautions. 
It is universally known that this di­
sease is taken only by actual cont­
act, that is by rebreathing -the 
sneezed or coughed spray of some 
one near you having the disease: 
from which ' knowledge we deduct— 
stay at home, and while at home 
keep the roms well aired by ventila­
tion, and warm. Avoid public ga,th 
erings, if one must frequent such 
places, the flu mask gives much pro­
tection. Avoid over chilling; do not 
neglect f l igh t colds. °
