BUWKEfl^HltL^ MONUMENT.— 

THE elerutiiiu known as "Bunker 
HUP Is situated In Charlestown. 

JkfStnnJiarbor. On this spot, on June 
17,1770, was fought the famous Battle 
of Bunker Bill, between the British and 
American forces. Here the gratitude 
and patriotism of the American peo­
ple have caused to be erected a great 
granite obelisk as a memorial. 

Loi-.ited in t))e center of a four-acue 
square and surrounded by an iron 
fence, this monument Is 821 feet high 
and 30 feet in diameter at the base. 
Wltliln'the .shaft Is a circular stair­
way leading to a ihamberr-Hrfeet iri-
diameter and 17 feet high, at the top, 
from which is. visible a view that 
thrills the heart of every American, 
who has been fortunate enough to 
witness i t

eorner stone was laid by General La-
Fayette. a son iif.alorious France, dur­
ing tils famous visit to America In 
1S2H.
