There was very little regret felt 
when January wound up its career' 
Saturday night, leaving a record of 
coldness unequalled for many years. 
I t kept it up too till, the last minute, 
and temperatures were reported at 
from 25 to" 36 below- Friday night. 

The minimum temperature for the 
month has been below" zero every 
day but three, and on eight days it 
stood below zero all day. 
• The average temperature for the 
month will run cloBe to zero, and as 
the normal average for January is 
16 above, it is evident that the month 
was some cold. 

The lowest temperature hereto-: 
fore reported during January was 
37 below zero on the 30th, 1898. 
This 'is T;he only year since 1889 in 
which the .record of the present 
month w.as exceeded, in cold. There 
has been' no year since the station 
was established in Canton in which 
the departure below the normal was 
as great as during the present Jan ­
uary, and the assumption is good for

GANG SYSTEM FOR HIGHWAYS. 

Instead of employing' patrolmen 
on state and county highways next 
season, men appointed on the recom­
mendation of county committeemen, 
State Highway Commissioner Greene 
proposed to make a trial of the 
"gang system," the federal govern­
ment having turned over a sufficient 
number of trucks to make the change 
possible without additional expense 
to the state. These gangs will con­
sist of a foreman, truck and driver 
and from six to ten men, the person­
nel appointed, directly by the depart­
ment strictly -for their.efficiency rec­
ords and ability. "The gang sys­
tem," says the Commissioner, "was 
tried in several counties during 1919 
with such satisfactory results that 
we feel this method of maintenance 
is no longer an experiment, and we 
hope that substantial benefit to the 
state will result from the extension 
of the system."
