Hon. Charles-- R. Skinner, whose 

residence is Watertown aiid who is 
Legislative .Librarian, has. compiled 
a fourteen page pamphlet entitled 
"Governors of New York," in which 
he gives in tabular form many infer 
esting facts about the Governors, 
from the time of Clinton to that of 
the present Governor, Alfred -E. 
Smith. . " . 

We are not sure that any other 
man but Mr. Skinner could gather 
the information and put it in such 
forceful' form—to illustrate—take 
the last two Governors': 

Charles Seymour Whitman, born 
in Connecticut August 28, 1868, grad 
uated at Amherst College 1890 and 
New York University Law School in 
1894. Deputy Attorney General: 
1908; District Attorney New York 
City 1909; elected' Governor 1914; 
defeated for Governor 1918. 

He has' this to say about the pres­
ent Governor: 

Alfred Emanuel Smith," born in 
New. York Dec. 30, 1873; Member of 
Assembly 1904-1915; Speaker of As­
sembly .1913; Member of Constitu­
tional Convention and Sheriff of N. 
Y. County 191fi; President of Board 
of-Aldermen in.New York-1917;-elec­
ted Governor 1918, defeating ChaV. 
S. Whitman. 

The list of Governors from 1777 
to 1920 are most interestingly treat­
ed and we congratulate our long-time 
friend, Mr. Skinner, who was Super­
intendent cf Public Instruction sev­
eral years and always a friend of the 
Potsdam Norma! School. 

When the law creating .more. JKoji-
mal Schools in 1866' was passed. 
Reuben E. Fenton, a warm friend of 
the late General E. A. Merritt, was 
Governor. From that day down to 
the election of Governor, Whitman, 
1914-1916, thro' the untiring assist­
ance . and work of the Representa­
tives from Northern New York, from 
the Press and the people in solid 
phalanx, favoring bills making ap­
propriations for a new Normal build 
ing, were passed and vetoed 

In' 1916, 'however, Congressman

the one needed "approved," given, 
resulting in the splendid .edifie'e 
which now is practically convnleted.-
