GIVE THEM THEIR MAIL 
- PROMPTLY. 

The business men and others bn 
the E. W. & O. between Philadelphia 
and .Massena ask but little when 
they request that- the" morning train 
from New York be not held in Wat-
ertown a half hour before it is-.dis­
patched north. Under the necessity 
of war time conditions they were de­
prived of several of their trains. 
They expected that the trains would 
be restored! with the coming of"peaee 
but the shcjrt schedule was still con­
tinued. Now it is proposed to, delay 
the morning mail at least a half hour 
and .probably longer each morning. 
The only reason for the delay seems 
to be thastj there may be a connect­
ion with t h e train which comes into 
Philadelphia from Ogdensburg. The 
people of- Ogdensburg- desire- to go 
north on t h a t train and therefore 
they hold u p and inconvenience a 
great many people all along the line 
when in real i ty those same Ogdens­
burg peopde could come down" to 
Philadelphia 9jn an earlier train. 

The altered schedule means/ tha t 
t h e rural carriers in the towns north 
probably beginning with Gouverneur 
will be compelled to s t a r t out in the 
morning before they get the morn­
ing mail. Under present conditions 
it is necessary to hold the carriers 
on. many occasions when' the train is 
delayed. W i t h a, fixed schedule ne­
cessitating^ a delay of 30 minutes or 
more i t w i i r b e practically lmpossn-
ble for them to wait for the morn,, 
ing. mail and still cover their routes. 
I t is a serious business to cover a ru­
ral route in northern. Jefferson .of 
in St.. Lawrence 'county in the winter" 
time and i t cannot be accomplished 
unless with an early s ta r t . The far­
mer is entitled to his mail. He 
needs it more today than in other de 
cades. He keeps in closer touch 
with the markets~-and"throughrupees 
sity. He is entitled to prompt ser­
vice. '• 

The business men norihi are con­
fronted by serious difficulties in the 
scatter of mail , no mat ter how much 
help they g e t from the railroad and 
post office. There is only a short-
space of t ime in which New York 
mail can be answered and replies dig 
patched, the same day. As one pro­
ceeds farther north .the time between 
reciept of N e w York mail and. after­
noon dispatch of mail necessarily 
shortens and if a half hour is cut off 
business -.will be very seriously, ham­
pered. 

The people north have borne phil­
osophically- a great deal IiTthe mat­
te r Of train and mail inconveniences. 
They should not be asked to bear 
more. It is not consistent with best 
public interest to cut off rural routes 
and business men from prompt deliv 
ery,of mail in this way.—Watertown 
Times.
