TEMPORIZING, WITH CRIME. 

In these day? of Prison. "Reform" 
and the" coddling of criminals which 
has virtually resulted in ' t he placing 
of a premium upon vice, it is refresh 
ing to hear the voice of, the _ clergy 
raised against the reformer in up­
holding the sound and honest doc­
trine of a punishment-commensurate 
with the crime. Abolishment of 
capital punishment finds no favor 
with' the Reverend Doctor James M. 
Gray, dean of the Moody Bible In­
s t i tute ' of Chicago, , who contends 
tha t mawkish sentimentality dab­
bling in. the administration- of the 
criminal statutes "increases crime and 
leads to anarchy. 

In the course of a sermon lasc 
week from the text "Whoso shed-
deth man's blood, by man shall his 
blood be shed," Doctor Gray said: 

"This- law of God has never been 
abrogated, and the disregard of it 
inevitably results in an increase of-
crime. When premeditated murder, 
is allowed to pass without the death 
penalty upon the murderer, respw; 
for the sanctity of human life is 
Ksse.ned. 

"Legislators, judges, juries, ex­
ecutives and pardoning boards set 
aside God's law and allow the guilty 
to escape, and participate in tearing 
down ah essential safeguard of hu­
man society.' 

"Our land is* swept with lawless­
ness today because the administra­
tors of the law have so little respect 
for that law they are sworn to up­
hold. The same condition obtains in 
other countries, where "human life is 
not properly regarded, and society 
suffers from an attitude of lawless­
ness.1' • . : _;:, 

COMPULSORY G b 6 D HEALTH. 

Too much health regulation! On 
first thought, it seems scarcely, pos­
sible that there .could be such a thing; 
but an increasing number of well-
informed people throughout the,'state 
are inclining to that opinion and it 
is entirely possible that efforts along 
this line,- carried to excess by a well 
intentioned faction may result in 
much -"harm ' to beneficial measures 
for the public health.

SEEMING RAISE. 

Town, Clerk F. E. Baum has re 
ceived the following notice from D 
W. McLaurry, director of the Stat' 
Department of Farms and Market.-, 
which has charge of the regulatioi 
of dog licenses in New York State: 

"Dog licenses begin March 1st. 
1920, and "extends for a period of It. 
months, to July 1, 1921. 

"Owners 'or harborers of dogs 01 
March 1 should be charged the lic­
ense fee of $2.67 for male, or_ $4- foi 
female dogs, plus 25 cents for "clerk 
fee." 

This means, not that the price of 
the license,tag has gone up, but that 
the s t a t e is extending the fiscal ^eai 
four months and tha t every dog owr 
er who gets his 1920 t ag a t town 
clerk's office must pay for t h e four 
months difference due to the ex ten ­
sion of the fiscal year. 

Thus, where a person paid $2.25 
for a male dog license heretofore, 
this year he must pay $2:92, which 
includes SSM i i «tnt» clerk fee. The 
cost of the t a g for a female dog IF 
increased in the same. . pjopor.tior 
and for the same reasoft'' , The lic­
ense fee for maintaining kennels is 

$26.67 plus the clerk's fee,.:! 
- - - Mr. Baum—will -receive the new 
dog license tags soon and the ' tags' 
mus t .be procured by all ddgfC^wners 
in the town of Potsdam by-March 1 
next.
