the Greatest Interest. 

Amateur archeologlsts of California 
are endeavoring to Interest profes­
sional scientists of the East In the 
epigraphs which abound ifln the rocks 
of Bound Valley, not far from the city 
of Bishop, and which are believed to 
be as. old, If not older, than tlie hlero-. 
glyphlcs of earliest Egypt, to which 
they bear a strange resemblance. 

It Is believed by many that the 
strange markings constituted the 
uameifby which ancient tribes marked 
the source of water supply for the 
beneflt of tfioseof "their" number- who 
lived roving lives. ', 

These Tileroglyphlcs have never been 
deciphered, although they are matters 
of record in the leading museums of̂  
the country. It Is said. The Indian 
tribes now living In the vicinity de­
clare they areithe„woik of the Indians 
of North America and that they ante­
date all aboriginal lore. 

Some who have examined the 
strange markings In the flinty bowl­
ders say the helroglyphlcs closely re­
semble those of earliest Egypt, and 
may replace the latter as the first 
written language of humanity. 

They are found always In the vicin­
ity of water supplies, the same mark­
ings discovered near Bishop appearing 
also" on rocks extending through the 
Canadian border, down through Wash­
ington, Oregon and California to the 
Mexican line and bejrdnd'.'

New Use for Bark. 
The "forest products laboratory ex­

perts a t Madison,'Wis., In their efforts, 
to reduce the amount of waste. In the 
lumber industry, have long declared 
that they have been able t o utilize 
everything but the. bark, bust as the 
pork packer is said to market every­
thing but the squeal of the hog. 

Now they have even found a way 
to use the bark. By a new process 
waste bark can be used to partially 
replace expensive rag stock In the man­
ufacture of felt roofing, and is already 
being used commercially by mills co­
operating with the laboratory experts. 
The bark thus used is that "remaining 
after the extraction of the tannin for 
leather vi'ork, and the same waste bark 
has been used successfully for' the 
making of a commercial wallpaper. Ex­
periments now In progress, indicate 
that the, hemlock back.may.he UsedLfor.. 
sheathing paper, carpet lining, bottle 
wrappers and deadening felt.- •
