PURIFIES WATER SUPPLY. 

Gouverneur Installs A Chlorination 
e Plant. 

Chlorination apparatus for purify 
ing the Gouverneur water supply 
was attached to the suction intake 
at the pump house last week. The 
water supply for Gouverneur comes 
from the Oswegatchie river, which 
has considerable bacteria and > mucn 
visible impurities. The matter of 
securing ff pure water supply has 
been agitated on many occas'ops dur 
ing the past fifteen years, and Sylvia 
Lake in Fowler, and Trout Lake near 
Edwards, have been investigate! 
with a view to tapping them, but the 
cost of installing a pip'e l'tie at the 
present time makes a project of this 
kind prohibitive to the community, 
as either of the lakes mentioned are 
situated several m'les f/om the y'l-
lage. The Oswegatchie river water 
is not generally used for dr-'rik'ng' 
purposes, but some peon'e! are in the 
habit of dr 'nkinc it, and a nnrifv 'nt 
plant has been resorted to to .remedy 
a danger from s'ekness through im­
pure water supply.
