It. is the contention of the Church 
that payments were allowed to lapse 
the lease .providing that in" iuch cas­
es after a certain park*!, th*.lease 
would be terminated. J It was claim­
ed by the defense that an extension 
had been incorporated in the lease, 
but the Church replied that it had 
been written in without its knowl­
edge or consent. 

It is understood that a corpora­
tion is waiting the outcome of the 
suit to take a long term lease of the 
property, which is the former Knit­
ting Mill site, and erect a .building 
there. 

An extremely low death rate of 
infants and children prevailed here 
during 1919, according to the records 
of Registrar of Vital Statistics S.

1919, is only 7. Of these the cause 
of death of two is given as influenza 
and pneumonia.

The total rjumtoer of births record 
ed in the village in the same period, 
is 81. Out of 81 Children born here, 
in other words, only 7 died and the 
latter figures include several over 
one year of age. The total deaths 
for the year of children and adults 
w*3 57 and of this number the per­
centage/of those over fifty years of 
age is overwhelming, 

The total of deaths, for 1918 is 
lamer, these including the influenza 
epidemic, of the fall of that year. 
There; were a total of 89 deaths of 
children and adtiKs in the corpora­
tion! during the ^wgl,y)e„mo.ths,,ending 
December 31, 1918. Of these 17 
were children and the deaths of four 
o f them were due to ' influenza and 
pneumonia, according t o the death 
certificates. While this '• total is. 
larger than that of 1919, the total 
of births recorded irf-1918 is also 
larger, being 98.
