In the direct, heating system, there 
is no forced draff of outside air. In 
the indirect, the air„ is drawn from 
outdoors by a large fan in the base­
ment which forces it through a 
huge collection of radiators Jn l .Jhe-
eellar and through sheet metal ducts 
to the 'various portions of the' build­
ing. • . 

Removal of the stale air is accom­
plished by means of fans located on 
the fourth floor.
