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SILVER 20 PER CENT 
HUNDREDS DOLLARS WORTH 

CANADIAN CURRENCY 
DUMPED HERE. 

NO MORE FREE SEEDS. 

This Year Will Be The Last That 
Will Be Distributed. 

Lack Of Discount Rate Enables Spec 
ulators To Make Rich Harvest On 
Canadian Coins. Bills Discounted 
Some Time Ago. 

Effective this week local banking 
"institutions will put into effect a 
discount on Canadian silver. A dis­
count on Canadian bills has been ef­
fective here for some months and 
Canadian silver has also been dis­
counted at practically every convmu-
mity along the border for some little 
time. The rate 'of foreign exchange 
Is responsible for the original action, 
but- local conditions in the past, few 
days have, made necessary the dis­
count on silver. 

Within the past few weeks it is 
estimated that from $800 to $1,000 
in Canadian silver has been thrown 
into.circulation here by enterprising 
individuals who received American 
money in exchange. 

The way the game is worked is 
in this wise. The speculator takes 
a few—thousand in United -Stoteg. 
currency" and crosses the -borderT 
where he readily exchanges it for 
Canadian -money, there fceHrg-mrdis-
count on American coin in Canada. 
He then returns to the United States 
and, finding a town where rio dis­
count is charged, he unloads, mak­
ing ,about $20 o n . every hundred. 
,This town has been flooded with 
Canadian silver.. 

The other day a man appeared at 
a local bnak with five hundred dol­
lars in Canadian quarters and want­
ed to deposit them.1 "We'll take 
them, yes," said the cashier, "a t $82 
on the hundred." 

"But they're worth more than par 
)- value just as silver," protested the 
' Man. 

"Not to us," was the reply, "we 
can't melt 'em .up." 

The discount rates will make a 
Canadian nickel worth four cents; 
a dime, eight....cents; a quarter", twen 
ty cents;-and a fifty cent piece, 40 
cents. • • 

While BOO tons of free seeds went 
merrily on their way to some. 3,000,-
000 amateur and professional farm­
ers for planting this spring, Con­
gress took steps that may end for­
ever an agricultural custom establish 
ed in colonial daya. -

The opportunity for the saving of 
$240,000 was too good to resist, and 
the ' Senate agricultural committee 
struck the item- out of the depart­
ment's estimates. There will he no 
free seeds next year, unless some 
senators have a change of heart. 
There has been no serious attempt 
to end the free seed custom since 
1894, though objections to the ap­
propriations have arisen every year 
for the last generation.
