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Beaver a re becoming so thick in 
the Adirondacks and are doing so 
much damage by felling trees, build 
ing dams and flooding lands, that 
property owners _ in the mountains 
a r e demanding that the state abate 
the "beaver's dam nuisance." There-
a re estimated to be a t least 18,000 

* of the animals in the Adirondacks 
now, descended from a 'few " pair's 
placed there not many years ago. 

Fores t . rangers made an investi­
gation last ' summer and found 587 
beaver dams, with a flooded area 
of good, merchantable timber being 
killed, whic-h was-valued _ at $51,425. 
The Conservation Commission, thinks 

—the- estimate-oi. 18,000_ .lieay w_ f ar .too 
low and that the annual increase is 
now a t lea.s.t 3,000. I t therefore, 
now favors a short open season for 
these animals, whose, pelts are worth 
from $35 to $50 each and a M'ir will 

. be introduced to,amend the law ac­
cordingly. 

Opposition is expected, for the 
beaver were formerly- entirely ex-

. tinct in the forests, and because 
they build houses and exist in colo­
nies they are easily exterminated. A. 
law permitting their' killing will 
have to be surrounded with every 
possibl.e_sa.f_eguard. The • Commis--
sion feels, however,. that they should 
not be avowed to become so numer-

. ous as to ruin the most' attractive 
Streams and lakes of the deep .woods

The colored 
people here are" well- halter broke 
and trained, they know their stall 
and you can bet your life they kep' 
it They have their own schools, 
churches and places of amusement, 
'and know-how to enjoy -themselves-
as we l l ' and even better than the 
whites. They have their own color­
ed compartments or waiting room" 
in the railroad depots and their.Jim 
Crow cars-on-'the trains into which 
no- white-person is allowed to be seat 
ed. I had all I could do to keep my 
wife froi'n entering those cars. She 
could not see w h y it was ..necessary 
to draw the color line on those poor 
peoplf. It is funny how quick even
