DOWN IN FLORIDA.

Editor Courier and Freeman: 

I am sending you a story of our 
travels through the central part of 
the state .of Florida .with the hope 
that i t will be accepted and printed 
in your paper, for the reason that I 
cannot recall the score of names to 
whom I promised to write, and to 
others who urged.^jieto take my pen 
with me. when I went South. 

We reached- Jacksonville, Florida, 
January S, where we remained one 
v/eek, then went down to Cocoa and 
spent a week with our brother. Hal, 
after which we returned to Jackson­
ville' again where we were joined by 
our old friends and neighbor.--. Mr. 
and Mrs. A. D. Heath. Two days 
later we left there for Tallahassee," 
the capitol of the state. One on en­
tering that city will be surprised at 
the lack of spirit and vim usually 
seen in' a city of that size. It is well 
laid out' and built with a whole lot 
of splendid buildings,, notable the 
capitol and the Governor's mansion, 
court house and fine merchant blocks 
but we did not see a store there that-
equalled our dry. goods and other 
stores in Potsdam. The. Leon Hotel 
where we stopped for two days was 
a great big barn-like structure with 
uncivilized rooms, but a. good table 
service wi th .pr ices 'not extravagant 
for a hotel of its size and state-wide 
reputation.' The house was well fill­
ed with guests .some of whom hailed 
from the Northern states, but no 
tourists, of any account reach that, 
city. At present it does not seeni to 
be located in the itinerary of that 
class of travelers. Nothing doing 
there_ now hut we wpre told that 
when" the State Legislature was' in 
session it was an exceedingly lively 
place. Pardon me for getting ahead 
of my story. 

En route we stopped at a place 
called Olnstee, about 45 miles south 
of Jacksonville, in order to l e t , the 
writer inspect the old battle grounds 
located there in which he was engag 
ed in' February 1864. He made a 
very satisfactory, survey of the old 
grounds, found the identical spot 
where he stood and fired nearly or 
quite a hundred bullets into the 

•-smoke so .dense that one could not 
'seeTnore than six rods- in front or 
any other direction for that matter, 
so -he admits that he was not con­
scious of ever killing a rebel in his 
life and yet he did the best he could. 
He visited with deep interest a splen 
did granite monument erected on the 
ground costing nearly $10,000.. He 
also obtained several very interest­
ing relics and trophies of the engage 
ment which he will bring home.
