Another Peculiar Result Of Low 
Exchange Rate. 

A peculiar situation has arisen in 
the towns near the .border in this 
country. At the present.time nearly 
all the merchants and other users of 
large quantities of goods are buying 
in Canada all material on which 
there is no duty. For instance, in 
flour, the grade made in Canada is 
nearly up to that- in the United 
States, and 'the bakers and others 
buy in Canada. By taking the dift-
erence in exchange, a barrel of flour 
costing $15 here costs around $13 at 
the present rate of exchange. The

Admiral Sims Makes Additional 
Charges Before Senate Committee 

Rear Admiral Sims gave the sen­
ate naval ..investigating committee 
what he asserted was indisputable 
evidence that the navy department 
fell down almost completely during 
the first six months of the war.' 

Numerous messages sent by the 
admiral were offered as proof th»t 
despite the officers' urgent and reit­
erated requests that every available 
vessel be sent to the critical area of 
submarine activity, the department 
peither followed his recommenda­
tions nor informed him of its plans 
and policies. Six months after the 
United States entered the war, the 
admiral said, the department adopt. 
«d many of-the policies he had urged 
from the first. 

The lack of wholehearted Ameri­
can co-operation with the allies from 
the s tar t , the admiral said, resulted 
in prolongation of the war until No­
vember, J918,,,...w.h,en it could have 
have been ended in July; needless 
sacrifice of 500,000 lives; expendi­
ture of- $15,000,000 -which might 
have been saved, and destruction of 
2,500,000 tons of shipping.
