'it fulfilled the prophecy of Its in­
scription when. In 1770 it rang out 
the glad tidings that the 13 states luid 
ratified 'the Declaration of Independ­
ence. , 

For fifty years or more it rang In 
.the celebration of every national an­
niversary. % On July 8, 1S35, while 
tolling for the funeral of Chief Justice 
Marshall, it cracked again and has 
lieeh mute ever since. 

So that all Americans might see 
this venerable ami hallowed relic, It 
lias been tukon on many journeys. In

In Chicago, in ISfin to Atlanta. In 1902

WOULD STOP DRIVING. 

. Editor Courier and Freeman: 

Your request that people expivs.-
their opinions on the deer law, and 
the conditions generally in regard 

•to it, ought to meet with a response 
from every one interested. There 
is no better way than to take such 
matters to the press, and openly dis 
cuss i t . It is.too often the case that 
people form .opinions with hut very 
little if any • knowledge of the facts, 
and its causes* and effects.' Then, 
again, there is- always some selfish 
interest and other motives,, that side 
track the main issues and confuse 
them. I t is not likely to be possible 
to pass a deer law that would meet 
the approval of everyone,, but there 
is, however, a few important things 
that should be taken in consideration 

Ifirst. Sufficient protection to 
keep the present number of deer 
good. Second. A law that will 
make- it possible for a m a n to hunt 
and shoot a deer without committing 
an error t h a t would make him a 
criminal and spoil the pleasure of 
the sport. 

. When a man goes into the woods 
to hunt deer it is a perfectly natur­
al impulse that he shoots a t the first' 
one he sees, and nine men out of ten 
will do so, and investigate after-ward 
Then if he- finds he has killed an il­
legal deer, the next question is what 
had I better do with it? Let it re­
main where it fell, or t ry to smug­
gle it out_?__ In either case the pleas­
ure 6'f his hunt is absolutely spoiled. > 
This should not be so. Men go into 
the woods for pleasure, and there 
should be no law that is so likely to 
take this pleasure away from them 
as the' Buck Law. Pass any l a w 
t h a t is necessary to keep good the 
present number of deer. Cut the 
open season down, or close it entire­
ly for a time, but let the hunters 
have the privilege and pleasure of 
shooting at a deer when he sees it, ' 
without being likely to make himself 
a criminal by so doing. 

The Buck Law never protected the 
does to any noticeable extent, but 
only made it very likely for hunters 
to get into trouble.
