What is needed is- a-
real understanding on the part of 
the public" of the difficulties which at 
tend agricultural production today, 
and .the elimination of those indust­
rial parasites known as middlemen!. 
This may sound like a simple solu­
tion, but if it were to be practically 
applied it would mean an economic 
revolution. .' ^'

gets more.an labor'v^'.ue today from 
the American farmer than from any 
o th i r industrial worker with whom 
he ' does business. The farmer is 
trading his labor and his soil pro­
duction for a dollar which will not 
buy .back the same amoun^ of fac­
tory labor or mill production. He is 
working Under a Jiandicap which in 
the end, works hardship on the ulti­
mate consumer, but the ultimate con 
sumer is alone responsible. Some 
day we hope tq see the public edu­
cated up to an" 'appreciation., _n.f_.the 
farmer." "
