FIND REMAINS OF 

PREHISTORIC RACE 

Evidence of a Strange People Unearthed 
in Jefferson County. 

The work of archaeologists in the 
town of Lyme in Jefferson county, 
has led. to the discovery of 'many 
interesting relics, but the men of sci­
ence, painstaking as they were, miss 
ed an important find which has been 
unearthed by Oscar Northrup and 
his sons, whose curiosity had been 
aroused by the task of strangers. 
Sixteen skeletons have been disin­
terred and replaced by the farmer 
and his boys. 

When summer comes representa­
tives of museums" will come back to 
this section. I t will be of- profit to 
them to do so, for what they found 
in scratching the surface of the 
ground far out on. Point Peninsula 
is. modern relative to the relics bro't 
to light, by the farmers. . The scien­
tists sought and found evidence of 
Indian occupation. They establish), 
ed as fact what some had considered 
a myth—that, the Onondagas had oe 
cupied Jefferson county in the same 
neighborhood with the Oneidas. Bits 
of pottery proved that . But far be­
neath the tilled ground there was un 
discovered evidence of an earlier 
race whose descendants are Eskimos. 

A glance at the map is sufficient 
to show that there are two ways of 
reaching the St. Lawrence from the 
em-irons of Chaumont which would 
naturally be followed by the early 
denizens. Frail canoeos could not 
stand the buffeting of the heavy'seas 
ever rolling.off the south shore of 
Peninsula. Fishermen of those days 
would avoid rough water by ascend­
ing Chaumont river to the site of 
the 'present village of Depauville, 
thence going over a trail' to French 
creek, down which they would pro­
ceed through marshland to. the wide 
river, their objective, 
i The other route was probably 
more frequently used, for there was 
no long trail to follow between the 
streams. There was, in fact, a port 
age of not . more than 200 .feet. 

Point Peninsula is a vast block o' 
lend nearly severed from the main­
land.. It is connected--by a narrow. 
sandy''strip."5' It was across this strip 

that canoes were carried and miles j 
of rough water around the soU'h ; 
shore y.uv eliminated in the trip j 
from Chaumont Bay to the St. Law- j 
rence. _ - • 

Along this strip was/built a road, 
not long ago, and it was here that 
Workmen found Indian 'graves in j 
great number.' Relics were not then 
preserved but the story came to the 
attention of archaeologists, and ex­
cavations were made in "the high e.n 
bankme'nt near the road. 

The yield was satisfactory. Excel 
lent specimens of skeletons were ex­
humed.-' But heavy stones barred a 
further-investigation and the search 
was stopped. 

. Curiosity impelled Oscar North­
rup, owner of the land, to continue. 
He saw the investigators at work, 
saw them bear away their prizes, but 
he wanted to know what was beneath 
those stones. His sturdy sons help­
ed him and they estimate-that nearly 
a. ton, Jjf masonry was hauled away 
from the fast" growing pit. 

'" Below what appeared to be an 
arched roof they found a cavern fill­
ed with human bones, centuries old 
but preserved in good condition. Six 
teen skeletons were taken out and 
the neighbors gathered to see the 
sight. Even the local physician call 

"ed on a mission, not of life, but of 
death. An autopsy was performed. 
Perhaps i t 'was -a thousand-years af­
ter life had passed away, perhaps 
10,000 years. . • ,«•*-.- • 

The doctor found in each of- the 
15 skulls a dent, inflicted, it is sup­
posed, with a stone hammer. The 
farmers accepted that as the cause 
of death,, but the modern medicine
