and bar-roe-ms' which used to sell whiskey, and substitute what I 
call restaurants where you can buy light wine and beer by the 
glass. No bars, you understand. Just a place where you sit 'down 

.'to drink what you and I both know is not intoxicating liquor, no 
matter what Congress says it is. 

Instead of New York .State.blindly following Congress in the 
error of branding anything containing more that U of 1-; of 
alcohol as intoxicating liquor, it might be a good idea to use a 
little common sense and common knowledge In making the New 
York State law, to carry out the Prohibition amendment as we 
intended i t should be carried out.
