Bulk of Estate Goes to Son After 
Creation of Trust Fund for His 
Grandchildren. His Widow Given 
Life Use of ? 10,000. 

The will of the late Charles S. 
Olmstead of Nicholville has been 
filed for probate in Surrogate's 
Court a t Canton. The Will of Mr. 
•Olmstead who was one of the prom­
inent residents of eastern St. Law­
rence county disposes of one of the 
largest estates to come before the 

Aottrt in some little time. I t is es­
timated a t $'JOO,000 personal propei 
t y and ?6,000 real estate. Carl S. 
•Olmstead of Nicholville, a son, ' is 
named executor. 

The will directs the executor to 
pay to Mary I. Olmstead a; sister of 
the deceased residing in Battle 
Creek, Mich., one hundred dollars an­
nually during herTffe time. A like 
payment is ' directed for another sis­
ter, Elmina Olmstead, also of Bat­
tle . Creek. Five hundred dollars is 
given George MUnson of Nicholville. 
Five hundred dollars is also given a 
step-son, Howard W. Day of Nichol­
ville 

To his wife, Mr. Olmstead gives 
$7,000 outright, all his ' household 
goods and the life' use of ?40,000. On 
her death, $5,000 of the $40,000 goes 
to her granddaughter, Evelyn Day, 
and the, balance of the $40,000 or 
$35,000 to the children of the testa­
tors son, Carl S. Olmstead. 

$30,000 is set aside as a t rus t fund 
lor the children of Carl S. Olmstead 
in addition to the amount specified 
.above. The trustees of this fund are 
N. Monroe Marshall of Malone, state 
treasurer of New York state, and At­
torney Warren O. Daniels of Parish-
ville. 

All the balance of the estate is 
given to his son, Carl S. Olmstead 
of Nicholville. 

Surrogate A. R. Herriman held a 
term of court here Tuesday after­
noon with a small calendar. Letters 
of administration with the will an­
nexed were issued on the estate of 
Charles H. Bowne of Gouverneur, 
who died in 1905. By the will, his 
widow, Mary Whitney Bowne and 
Gerritt S. Conger of Gouverneur 
were named executors. Mrs. Bowne 
is now 76 years of age and Mr. 
Conger died in 1913. A son, William 
O. Bowne of Philadelphia, Peiin., pe­
titioned for letters of administration.
