OF NON-POOLERS 

DAIRIES 

'Following Hie announcement ^y 
the officials of Hie Diarymen'g Lea­
gue, Inc., that they will not sejjd 
non-pooled milk after April first, 
1922, the Non-pooling Dairymen's 
Co-Operative Association Inc., of 14 
Mann Building, Utica, New Yorkr 
announce that they are rapidly per­
fecting their organization to handle 
milk of their members from tb»t 
time on. The past two weeks since 
the Dairymen's League Inc., was 
"scrapped" at Jersey City, has aefn 
increased activity on the part of the, 
Non-poolers. 1 

On December 20th. Hie first local 
branch was organized at Madison, 
New York. This branch started 
with sixty-three members and the 
number has since been increased. 

Local No. 2. was organized at 
Clinton, New York, Local Branch 
No. 3 was organized at Utica at 
the Court House for two P. M. 
December 29th., 1921. At this meet­
ing action will be taken in conneel 
tion with the discriminating price, 
which is now being paid to the non-
poolers in Utica. Arrangements 
are being made to care for all 
non-pooled milk at the fair market 
price during the next six weeks. 
After that time the Association will 
be able to care for all members 
with increasing efficiency. 

The Non- Poolers organization 
gives out the following statement: 

"We announce at this time, that 
we will continue our fight in an open 
and above board manner, and desire 
to say to our Non-Poolers, that 
they will be protected to the limit.' 
The principles of personal liberty, 
on which this government is based 
will not permit that any group of 
men shall interfere with the per­
sonal librty of milk producers, to 
the extent attempted by thenooling 
organization. By April first we will 
have an organization built on a 
sound business basis. We believe 
that Dairymen's League Co-Opera­
tive Associotion, Inc., will follow the 
course of the Illionis pool and the 
Oregon pool to ruin, whether there 
he any opposition to their organiza­
tion or not. However, we are pre­
pared to protect our members, and 
their personal rights, and to endeav­
or to save them from any great los^ 
when the crash comes. The "cen­
tral control" and autocratic rule 
which has exsisted in the Dairymen's 
League Co-0pe<rativc Association, 

inc., the breach of faith in the sal" 
of milk of non-pooling members of 
the League, for a less price than 
could honestly be obtained, is iti a 
line with the methods which "have 
ended in failure, in other states. 
If the?e methods succeed in the 
present instance, the Dairymen's 
League Co -Operative Assocition, 
Inc., will stand alone, as the first 
of its kind to be successful in the 
United States."
