••Jer contract which expires in June, 
1922. This contract was origin 
ally made by the village with W. 
K. Crouch, and was assumed by ihe 
Paper company at the t ime' it 
bought Mr. Crouch's water power. 
The pump used is the property of 
«he village, while the waterwheel. 
shafting etc., used belong to the 
paper company. Under the con­
t a c t tho paper company is required 
to look after the pimp and to 
furnish the necessary water rower 

ttn run it. The village is paying 
the paper company jW.'ffl:) per year 
tjor pui pir.g the water. 

The village does not have an aux­
iliary puir.p *c use in an emergency 
but when an emergency arises It 
has to depend upon a pump owned 

:»nd operated by the paper comrany. 
The water pressure throughout 

the village has been unsatisfactory 
for some time.
