The fire was discovered by Robert 
Tozer, manager of fAe plant who 
smelled smoke while in the office. 
Going into the mill, he saw smoke 
coming out from the bottom of the 
elevator chutes. He believed the 
fire to be in the basement and went 
there, but could find no sign of it. 
Running upstairs he was driven 
back on reaching the fourth floor 
by a burst of smoke. He tele­
phoned in the alarm and box 72 was 
sounded. 

Chief Anable on his arrival im­
mediately turned in a second alarm. 
Firemen took hose lines through 
the third story windows in front, 
up the stairs inside the. building 
and through the windows of the 
fourth floor, reached from the. roof 
of a shed on the west side of the 
mill. The smoke inside on the 
fourth floor . was terrible. Clouds 
drifted off the plant and across the 
river. The smoke and the second 
alarm drew a crowd to the fire. 

Firemen were obliged to use their 
smoke-masks to force an entrance to 
the upper floor and only did so 
then after great difficulty. The fire 
•woii-l ita way through the slate 
roof and bunt out finally, thereby 
finding a vent and clearing the air 
inside. Soo» after the firemen be­
gan to gain and by one o'clock had 
things their way. 

The whole mill was thoroughly 
soaked by the immense amount of 
water poured into the fourth floor. 
The stock of grain and flour on 
hand was not as large as is some­
times carried. A very close estimate 
of the loss is not obtainable until 
further investigation is made. The 
company carried a full insurance 

Inspection of the upper floor af­
ter the fire proved that it origi­
nated at the head of tho grain ele­
vator. Possibly a hot box on the 
shafting or a dust explosion way 
have caused it, but this is mere 
guess work.

In telling of the friendliness which 
exists between the American soldieis 
and the German people at Coblenz, 
one of the Rhine vets, said that ihe 
Germans hated to see the American 
troops leave. The Yanks are good 
spenders and in some instances stores 
have been closed on account of the 
doughboys buying out the* entire 
stock which was limited. One of i.he 
infantrymen had a clipping from a 
newspaper which stated that the 
stores would open only a few hours 
each day and that the purchase of 
the customers would be limited. 
German civilians were forced to ob­
tain purchase cards from the Inter-

A NBW SILVER DOLLAR
