AGAINST BUM RUNNERS 
ARE TABULATED 

During the year 1921 the Federal 
officials stationed a t Malone, includ­
ing the customs officers and Deputy 
V. S, Marshal, who were aided and 
assisted on many occasions by Sher­
iff Steenberge and his deputies and 
the men of Troop <B, State Police, 
made a high record for efficiency in 
the fMUKure and confiscation of con­
traband liquors brouuht across the 
international boundary line by whis­
key ,-runnera wad in other depart­
ments of enforcement under the Fed­
eral prohibition act. 

The Malone officials, as shown by 
the records during the year which 
ended (December 31 seized a total of 
H^tv-two automobiles, besides one 
horse and rig. The amount of contra-c 

band liquor of all kinds -which was 
caught in the official drag-net reach­
ed a: total of 1,235 cases, or more 
than 14,800 quarts , having an esti­
mated value, based on prices which 
bootleggers charge for the iproduct, 
of considerably more than $100,000. 
A total of 112 arrests were made by 
the Malone officials during the year . 
They did not relax their enforce­
ment efforts as the year drew to a 
•cioBe, for on December 29 an auto­
mobile loaded with eighteen cases of̂  

—whiskey was"captured by them on~if 
highway a few miles south of Ma­
lone. 

I t would be difficult to estimate 
the value of the six-two motor va-
luclea seized a s the condition varies 
greatly, some of the cars being near­
ly new while others showed the ef­
fects of strenuous wear and tear in-
""•talble in the whiskey running 
game. Nearly all the leading 
makes of automobiles are included 
in the captured cars. There were
