SEIZED 62 CARS 

YEAR'S ACTIVITIES IN WAR 

,' AGAINST RUM RUNNERS 
A R E TABULATED 

During the year 1921 the Federal 
officials stationed a t iMalone, includ­
ing the customs officers and Deputy 
V. S, Marshal, who were aided and 
aailsted on many occasions by Sher­
iff Steenberge and his deputies and 
the men of Troop <B, State Police, 
made a high record for efficiency in 
the •ei iure and confiscation of con­
traband liquors brought across the 
international 'boundary line by whis­
key runners , and in other depart­
ments of enforcement under the Fed­
eral prohibition act. 

The Malone officials, as shown by 
the records' during the year which 
ended December 31 seized a tota l of 
rMv-two automobaes, besides one 
Iwrae and r ig. The amount of contra­
band liquor of all kinds which was 
taught in the official drag-net reach­
ed * total of l,23j5 cases, or more 
than 14,800 quarts, having an esti­
mated value, based on prices which 
bootleggers charge for the product, 
of considerably more than $100,000. 
A total of 112 arrests were made by 
H» Malone officials •during the year . 
Tfcey did. not relax their enforce­
ment efforts as the year drew t o a 
do te , for on December 29 an auto­
mobile loaded with eighteen cases of 
-whiskey was captured by them on a 
highway a few miles south of Ma­
lone.

With a larger force . of officials 
the Rouses Point district exceeded 
the .Malone customs officers' record 
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but this has been during the last 
four months of 1921 when an ex­
tra force of enforcement officers 
was put at work along tha t section 
of the border. An Associated Press 
dispatch from Rouses Point gives 
the record as follows in thut sec­
tion of the district. 

"The seizure of one hundred and 
seventeen /liquor laden autos , and 
eighteen horses and rigs in which 
intoxicants w e r e found, with the 
confiscation of approximately two 
thousand cases of liquor of all 
kinds marked t h e efforts of the U. 
S. customs officials here in the a t ­
tempt to break up illegal traffic 
from Canada bo New York last 
year. Pistols battles between boot­
leggers and pfficials occurred fre­
quently during the year officials 
said."
