THE VOTE IN IRELAND. 

As was predicted would be the 
case, Dail Eireann votes' to accept 
the proposition presented by the 
British government and ratines the 
Anglo-Irish treaty. Mr. De Valera 
opposed i t as vigorously and vio­
lently as Me knew how, but the gen­
eral consensus of opinion through­
out the Emerald Isle was favorable. 
The vote was closer than some had 
anticipated, being 64 to 57, a mar-
f in wide enough, however, to be 
entirely decisive. When it was an­
nounced, De Valera resigned a presi­
dent of the Irish republic, a n em­
inently proper proceeding since there 
is no such thing, the people pre­
ferring to adopt the other course. 
There is a prospect that t h e fight 
will be continued among the Irish 
people themselves. 

Under the arrangement as ac­
cepted by the majority of represent­
atives and by a very much larger 
majority of the Irish people, Ire­
land will have the same standing 
and the same relations as Canada. 
I t will have the same generous al­
lowance of self government and the 
only reminder of British sovereignity 
Will be a representative of the crown, 
precisely as in the case of Canada, 
Australia, New Zealand, etc. I t would 
be most unfortunate to have a ser­
ious angry split among the Irish 
people themselves, the more so be­
cause the fundamental principle of 
a republic such as they were striv­
ing for is that the majority rules. 
The majority has expressed itself on 
this question and the decision Would 
be the same if it were, left to popu­
lar vote. The way is open for po­
sitive and permanent peace in Ire­
land, provided of course that its 
citizens accept the proposition. r

ABMkher gun still rests on this old
