RATE OF INCREASE SECOND 
IN THE ENTIRE 

STATE. 

On The Other Hand State Expendi­
tures Have Dropped And County's 

' Share Of State Tax Is Propor­
tionately Less. 

St. Lawrence county taxes in 1921" 
increased 67 per cent, although s tate 
taxes were reduced nearly thirteen 
million dollars in the 62 counties of 
the state. County taxes were in­
creased in 25 of the 29 counties from 
which figures were obtainable, ac­
cording to a comparison made pub­
lic by Governor Miller last week. 

The counties paid $36)106,100 to 
t h e state in 1920. This total was 
cut to $23,903,284' in 1921, a re ­
duction of $12,802,815 in a single 
year. 

The mounting cost of county taxes 
in 1921, when state t axes were r e ­
duced, caused Governor Miller to 
recommend in his annual message to 
the legislature the retention of 
the Davenport legislative committee 
which is studying taxat ion problems, 
for the purpose of investigating'.he 
causes of "the excessive costs of 
local governments."-

According to the governor's com­
parisons, which were submitted t o 
him by the comptroller's office and 
the state t ax department, Hamilton 
county, the smallest county in the 
state, showed the greatest decrease 
in state taxation,' with a percentage 
of 39.98. 

Albany, Hamilton, Saratoga and 
Warren counties are the only ones 
showing a reduction in local taxes . 
Albany's decrease is nine percent, o r 
$85,475; Hamilton, 51 percent, or 
$58,416; Saratoga, 24 percent or 
$89,287, and Warren, 10 percent, or 
$21,582. 

Delaware county's-local taxes in­
creased 76 percent; St . Lawrence, 67 
percent; Wyoming, 63 percent, and 
Cattaraugus, 51 percent.

Railroads Present Plenty Of Rea­
sons To - Commerce Commissiomt 
As To Why They Should B» 
Maintained At Present Level. 

With their case, practically • anfc-
mitted to the inter-state commerce 
commission in • the general rate in­
vestigation, the railroads of t h e 
country believe they have made » 
showing tha t will no t warrant » 
substantial reduction in freight ratea 
and- passenger charges. 

In fact the railroads oppose any 
further general reduction, and take 
the position solely on account of t h e 
revenues that will not permit gen­
eral reductions until there have been 
further substantial cuts in operating p 
expenses. 

Although railroad earnings have 
shown some improvement in recent 
months, the rail representatives have 
stressed the "point tha t to a ]a"«r'> 

extent whatever favorable showing 
was made was due to deferred 
maintenance, and that if the rail­
road equipment and way and struc­
tures had been maintained as they 
should have been the net railway 
operating income in the late summer 
and early fall would have been far 
less than what it Was. 

Another point emphasized by the 
carriers during the presentation of 
their case was that if their rates 
were to be cut the moment their 
net return begins to approach a 
fair mark there can be little if any 
development of the rail properties 
to meet the increased demands of 
commerce which* will materialize in 
growing measure as the business of 
the country gets back on a normal 
basis. ' •'

Fred Legacy, a Franklin county 
farmer in .the town of Bellmont is 
missing-from bis home and fears 
are entertained for his safety. He 
disappeared January 4th. Legacy 
had been a patient at the state Hos­
pital at Ogdensburg where he Was 
for about eight months. Last spring 
he came home where he has remain­
ed since. 

Albert Kerry, situated in the town 
of Brandon, about eight miles south­
west of Malone, wrecked the home 
doing damage estimated at more 
than $1,000, caused burns to one 
ohild, Robert, 5 years old, blew two 
other children the length of a room 
and almost resulted in serious in­
juries for Kerry, his wife and three 
.other children, all of whom were 
in thefiouse a t ' t h e time. 

I t was said the explosion occured 
when a lighted lantern carried by 
Kerry came into contact 'with car­
bide fumes from a leaky tank when 
he went to the cellar t o investigate. 
The lantern burst in his hands and 
the force of the explosion threw 
Kerrv several 'feet, stunning him as 
he fell. 

Two holes more than six feet in 
diameter were blown through both 
floors of the two-story dwelling. 

Every pane of glass in the house 
was shattered and panels of several 
doors were blown out. 'Both the 
kitchen and living room were wreck­
ed almost beyond recognition. Furn­
iture was scattered about and brok­
en. The entire, lighting system 
was put out of commission in the 
house. 

Two children were rest ing on a 
couch in the living room at 
time of- the explosion.
