George W. Sisson, Jr., represent­
ing the American Paper and Pulp 
association, emphasized the necessity 
of preserving forests of the United 
States and of developing new tim­
ber tracts, in appearing before the 
house agriculture committee hearing 
Wednesday. The development of 
the paper industry in the far west, 
with great stands of suitable timber 
he said, is being retarded by the 
cost of rail transportation across 
the country. 

"The paper industry has.'been a 
leader in asking for a maintained 
forest policy for the nation," ' Mr. 
Sisson said. "Our mills represent 
great investment A paper mill car. 
not follow the forest as it is cut 
over as the .saw mills- have done. 
Canada's paper industry is growing 
rapidly' because of the wealth of 
raw material in its forests. Am 
erica must not be permitted to face 
a future in which its supply of the 
paper would come from foreign 
land." 

Mr. Sisson declared the paper in­
dustry' did not use more than four 
per cent of . the annual, timber cut 
of the United. States, although more" 

.than 95 per cent of the paper made 
in the United States is manufac­
tured entirely or in part from wood. 
Support of legislature providing for 
the conservation of timber was giv­
en by the paper industry, he as­
serted, because of a recognition of 
its relation to the general public 
welfare. 

Provisions of the Snell-M'eCorniick' 
forestry bill were endorsed- by El­
bert H. Baker, publisher of *•. the 
Cleveland Plaindealer, representa­
tive of the American Newspaper 
Publishers' association. The bill pro­
vides for cooperation by the federal 
government with states and owners 
of timber lands in the conservation 
of forests and development of new 
timber tracts. 

Mr. Bakeristated that of apprpxir 
mately seven^'million tons of paper 
produced annually in the United 
Staes, ahout 2.1100,00 tons was news 
print. An unfailing supply of paper 
is vitally neseecary to newspapers, 
he declared, adding that publishers 
also realized the importance of 
fire prevention as a means of safe­
guarding forests lands., \

R. S. Kellogg of New York, chair 
man of the national forestry pro­
gram committee, testified that the 
mills making newsprint were de­
pendent chiefly"" upon the spruce 
found in northeastern states.

MILLER'S RECOMMENDATION 

Wha t Governor Expects Of Present 
Legislature. 

The state of New York i3 n-iw 
Hying within i ts income," Governor 
Nafthan L. Miller told the legisla-

-tuure in his annual message wfhich 
was read at the opening session. 
If appropriations for the coming 
fiscals year, are kept within $125,000 
'000 he said, i t will be possible to re­
lieve real estate of the burden of a 
direct tax of $22,500,000 for teach­
e r s ' salaries without impairing the 
•efficiency of the state 's activities, 
•and making it necessary to levy 
only a direct tax of $12,181,895' for 
debt service.
