MILLER'S RECOMMENDATION 

Wha t Governor Expects Of Present 
Legislature. 

Natural Resources Committee Of 
-Development League 

The committee ~b'n" natural resour­
ces of the Northern New York De­
velopment League held an enthusias­
tic sessi6nt Thursday afteroon a t 
the Ogdenshurg':olub. This-import-
' an t committee of the League was 
appointed about six weeks ago 'by 
G. W. Ball, of Massena, .president 
of that organization. The purpose 
of this League is to further .ad­
vancement of this section and it in­
cludes some of the ablest men who 
reside in Northern New Yoik. 

Chairman Frank opened the as­
sembly with an address. Immed­
iately following each of the mem­
bers spoke. The general sentiment 
.was the expression of the belief that 
•the north country would be very 
greatly benefitted toy the develop­
ment of hydro-electric power -and 
eventually iby the canalization of 
the St. Lawrence river. 

A resolution was unanimously 
passed recommending that the Lea­
gue approve of the proposed act­
ivities for improvement of v the St-. 
Lawrence river .both •for the purpose, 
of navigation and the tremendous 
development of hydros-electric power. 

A resolution was also passed tha t 
the League endorse and recommend 
the development of hydro-electric 
power in the Adirondack rivers Iby

Nafthan L. Miller told the legisla-
