H. A. Castle, chairman of the ad­
vertising committee made a brief

"As we saw it," said Mr. Castle, 
"There were , -or .are, two questions 
to-.be answered. 

First. What form 'of advertising 
can be adopted which will make the 
most effective use of such funds' as 
a re available, and • . 

Second. What should be the ob­
ject or objects of such a campaign? 

There seems to Be only ofie answ­
er to the first question. 

The permanent character of sign­
boards—coupled with the large num­
ber of strangers, who pass through 
on our roads will certainly make 
signboards the cheapest medium for 
placing our message before those we 
want to reach. 

We have tenative estimates on the 
cost of erecting and painting signs 
20 feet long by 12 feet high and 
it seems probable that $100.00 a 
piece should cover it. The program 
which we had in mind would cost 
about $500.00 a t this ra te . . 

In regard to the second point, 
there seem to be two principle ob­
jects of such a campaign as is now 
contemplated. 

First. To divert the stream of 
tourists from other routes to those" 
leading through Potsdam, and 

Second. To create a favorable im-' 
pression of Potsdam on those who 
do pass through. 

The first object is not confined 
to Potsdam alone. You may recall 
tha t Gouverneur, Canton and Pots­
dam united in an effort to have the 
Roosevelt Highway routed through'• 
them, but tha t the longer St. Law­
rence route was finally adopted, 
probably because it is all s ta te road. 
The relation of these two routes is 
shown on this sketch, 

.There seems to be no reason why 
these towns should calmly accept 
the situation, while the unfortunate 
Roosevelt tourists go 75 miles out 
of their way through an uninterest­
ing country in a vain at tempt to 
catch a glimpse of the St. Lawrence 
River, and to finally enter the Ad-
irondacks by way of the "backdoor" 
a t Malone. , 

There is not time to go into much 
detail on the balance of the sug­
gested program. The object of the 
rest of the signs would, of course, 
beL to direct the at tent ion of tour­
ists to the features of Potsdam— 
laying especial emphasis on our two 
•best cards, schools and the river— 
knowledge and power. Let Canton 
do all the talking about pure wa­
ter. These signs could be located 
on the main roads entering town 
and for the time-being only two 
would be necessary—one on the Can­
ton road a t the last turn and the 
other on the Malone road, probably 
a t the Hopkinton fork. 

A third sign could well be locat­
ed at the station oh the bank of 
the river, pointing out the enor­
mous available supply of power, 
and the resulting advantage of the 
town as a manufacturing location.

FAST TRAIN WRECKED 

New York Night Flyer On The D. 
And H. Derailed Near Bluff 

Point.- -

The Delaware and Hudson Mon­
ti eal-New York flier, was wrecked 
Thursday night a short distance 
south of the Bluif .Point signal-
tower below" Plattsburg. The accid-
vnt occurred,, at a cross-over switch. 
The engine^ mall anil baggage car^ 
passed over the switch but when 
Ibp first, sleeper, directly behind'the 
baggage car, struck the twitch, it 
jumped the track throwing the 
two sleepers behind it "also off the 
rails. „ 

Wlien the heavy train was brought 
to a standstill, the first sleeper was 
setting diagonally avross the tracks, 
the second directly on the rails oi 
the north main and the third dia­
gonally across the tracks, blocking 
the north bound traffic. The re­
maining five sleepers did not leave 
the "iron" none of the passengers 
were injured.
