Congress a s has been carried on this 
week by the committee on agricul­
ture in the consideration of the for­
estry bill, providing through coop­
eration between the government, the 

ites, and owners of timber-lands for 
fire protection, reforestation of de­
nuded lands, a nation-wide survey of 
the forest areas, and for the exten-. 
tion of the national forests," declared 
Congressman iSnell in the concluding 
address before the committee. 

',Thc critical s ta te of our forests, 
which are one of our greatest na­
tional resources," he continued, "has 
fully warranted this presentation to 
and the attention given by the com­
mittee on agriculture, and I hope 
that from "the mass of testimony 
which has been presented th t mem 
bers of this committee will be able 
to Work out a national policy which 
will stand as the nation's forestry 
program for many years to..eome. 

"In a summary of the testimony. 
let me emphasize t h e salient points 

"F-jd in this bill, which are en­
dorsed by the witnesses assembled 
here—first, that the development of 
a comprehensive national policy to 
meet the future requirements of the 
nation must be inaugurated; second, 
that the question of fire prevention 
is vital. Our national forest fire 
loss runs from $20,000,p'0'0 to $25.-
000,000 a, year. An appropriation of 
il^P^O.OO_jt_y(>nr_JiyJ^Jaation^-n&. 
its share of the cost of preventing 
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this hugh loss, is a '•'Spiajl sum to 
pay for insurance. Third,"{He,,ac­
quiring of additional land for na-

•"1 forests at the headwaters of 
navigable streams would be an ' in­
vestment rather • than an expense, 
for such purchasts. already' are pav­
ing a good interest 'return on the' 
original cost in cash, as well as th,» 
intangible profits received by the na­
tion in the prevention of floods and 
the other assets of the national for­
est. If means are devised- for ade­
quate utilization of our forest pro-
duets i t will be worth all that '"s 
asked in this bill. If one tree can 
be made to provide t h e raw material 
formerly secured from two, one ma­
ture tree is saved forvfuture require 
ments. Fifth, before undertaking 
any change of policy, or advance 
steps, a business man takes, stock of 
his property. Today we do not 
know what are our. timber resources. 
A "survey is essential, and whilt it 
should be made at the earliest pos­
sible moment, we already know that 
the crisis is iminent, requiring a 
star t on the other parts of the pro­
gram while this survey is being 
made in order to give us more com-

| of the extent to which a national pol­

icy shall be developed. 
I "We have presented to you," con 

eluded Congressman Snell, "the need 
for action "and the information to 
enable you to act intelligently. Tho 
"••"•orting of a bill to give the nation 
this essential legislation now re.-ts 
with you, and I am sure we will get 
something that will be of lasting ben­
efit to the future generations of Am-
mericans."
