D. D . was installed as third bishop 
o? the Diocese of Ogdensburg by 
Most Rev. Archbishop Patrick J. 
Hayes of New York at St. Mary's 
cathedral Qgdensbur.g last 'Wednes­
day morning in the presence «»of a 
notable gathering of clergy, munici­
pal officials and the .laity, the edifice 
being completely filled with people 
In addition to the Metropolitan there 
were about 200 Bishops, monsignor' 
and priests and sixty nuns in attend­
ance. The ceremonies were brilliani 
snd impressive. They began at 
•9:45 a. m. when the procession en­
tered the cathedral in the following
