'« . RURAL SCHOOLS. —! 

The so-called 'Committee of Twen­
t y One, which, for some reason not 
just clear, has been sent out to 
make an 'investigation into rural 
school conditions in New York state 

• has made it's report and there is 
good reason to believe that i t is re­
commendations will be adopted. If 
adopted entirely, they will virtually 
take from the rural taxpayers of the 
state, their control of their schools, 
and vest this control in the Depart­
ment of Education a t Albany. Many 
people believe tha t the Committee 
pf Twenty One was organized for 

- t h i s p u r p o s e and was sponsored by 
the State Department with a view, 

. .ult imately, to giving it a strangle 
ho ld 'on educational matters in the 
State. 
, The- Department attempted this 
once before in the co-called Town­
ship School Bill which an aroused 
farmer sentiment compelled the leg­
islature to repeal... Any change in 
the present law must come through 
the legislature and if the rural resi­
dents are sufficiently aroused to. the 
situation and exert their influence. 
Jhey can block the. adoption of all 
of the recommendations of the Com­
mittee of Twenty One. TV. A. 
Laidlaw, member of assembly from 
the first district of St. Lawrence 
county is a member of the commit­
tee on public education, which will 
consider these changes, and if St. 
Lawrence county farmers are alive 
to the situation they would do well 
to communicate their views to Mr. 
Laidlaw either' through personal let­
ters or through their organizations 
such as the Grange, and Dairymen's 
League. 

If they do not do so, they must 
have no complaint to make when 
they find that they have lost all 
right to administer their .school sys­
tem, or to have any voice in the 
management. 

JOBS FOR PROPAGANDISTS. 

The general public is just begin- ' 
ning to realize what a foolish and 
iniquitous piece of legislation is the ' 
Sheppard-Towner bill, recently passed 
by" congress, and mention of which 

• has been- made previously in these 
columns. 

Public meetings have been held in 
various cities denouncing the bill. 
A meeting at which it was discuss­
ed was held in Utica last week. 
The measure is one sponsored by the 
Health. Trust, ostensibly for the aid -
of mothers and children, under the 
guite of that much—overworked and 
too-familiar present day term "Wel­
fare." 

As a matter of fact, it does not 
buy a spoonful of medicine, an hour's 
attention, a scrap of clothing, or 
anything else for mother or baby 
under any conditions. It does pay 
salaries to a horde of people, prob­
ably mut-t of them now out of a 
job, to g o . around the country as 
propagandists. 

The bill is supposed to give fed­
eral aid to the various states for 
this "Welfare" proposition but so 
far as New York is concerned this is 
mighty costly assistance Jokers and 
catch phrases in the legislation 
make it provide " t h a t New York 
s ta te taxpayers must pay $3.12 for 
every dollar received from the fed­
eral government. 

Many eminent attorneysbelieve the 
. law to be unconditional and it 

i s fervently hoped tha t their 
contentions are well founded. A t 
any rate, the storm of criticism 
•which has been aroused should di­
rec t attention to these. "Welfare" 
propagandists and their future op­
erations. 

T H E CASTLE IN IRISH HANDS. 

Dublin Castle, the symbol of Brit­
ish authority over and of British oc­
cupation of Ireland and its capi­
t a l - and bitterly hated as such by 
all Southern Irishmen, is now .in 
Irish hands. The "surrender," as the 
Irish provisional government in a 
statement describes the handing 
over- of the keys by the ret i r ing 
viceroy and the voluntary evacua­
tion of the former seat of British 
government in Ireland, was made 
Monday. 

The act meant t ha t henceforth the 
future of Ireland is in the hands 
of Irishmen. The transfer of the 
castle represents the triumph of di­
plomacy. Some there may be who 
believe Ireland might have won, 
after long years of guerrilla war­
fare, both self government and inde­
pendence. But many others knew 
as the Irish people know and as 
they made' plain..,' they knew, tha t 
rejection of the agreement with Bri­
tain, meant an indefinite period of 
intrigue and fighting, of sniping and 
assassination, of boycotting and co­
ercion, of unlimited terrorization by 
both sides. \ 

The bloodshed and cruelties of the 
past few.years may have been nec­
essary to bring about the state of 
things .that led to the negotiations 
which brought about the free state . 
But rejection of the latter would 
have meant probably more and 
greater bloodshed and the loss of 
all that previously had been won. 
Happily reason, mutual r trust and 
good ,Lsense prevailed. Self-govern­
ment was promised and the prom­
ise has become a fact. As the 
British and. the Irish have settled 
'their quarrel that has blazed and j 
smouldered by turns through 700 
years, by restraint of their passions ' 
arid application of common sense, so | 
it is. the duty of the Irish factions I 
by exercise of common sense to com-1 
promise their differences and come | 
to an„^ereement among themselves 
tha t freland may enjoy peace and 
prosperity. 

. SOUND. DOCTRINE. 

From time to time, Governor Mil­
ler gives utterance to some funda­
m e n t a l sound doctrine anent the 
duties of the courts and the treat- ' 
ment of criminals, The Governor 
has none of the visionary foolish­
ness in this regard which has been 
so prevalent in recent years and j 
which, more than any other single 
cause has worked to stimulate the 
contempt for the law and disre- | 
gard of constituted authority which 
is evident in the so-called crime 
waves. I t is encouraging to know 
such views from those in high places. | 
The Governor's remarks on the use, 
of pardons to free convicted' c r im- ' 
inals are particularly pertinent. He 
says: 

"I understand I have a repu­
tation for being hard-hearted. I 
am sorry* I have certain views 
with reference to the exercise 
of the pardoning power which I 
believe have permeated even the 

, walls of the prisons and I hav­
en't hesitated to make them 
known. I think the pardoning 
power is a (power to be exercis­
ed very sparingly. I think it is 
a power in which sentiment, and 
sympathy even, should be. very 
carefully controlled and I have 
endeavored to pursue that policy. 

"The law prescribed punish­
ment for offenses. • I t vests with • 
courts tha t discretion in fixing 
terms Within certain limitations. 
I do not think tha t the execu­
tive has any business changing 
the punishment prescribed by the 
law as fixed by the courts and 
it is only where there are some 
exceptional circumstances pre­
sented, as there are sometimes— 

'judges make mistakes and then 
decide afterward tha t they have 
made a mistake in being • t o o " 
severe—that the pardoning pow­
er is one to be exercised."

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WMmmmmmmm •, 
ADVICE ON FLORIDA. 

Editor Courier and Freeman:— 
I 'a-id^ think I would not tax your 

generosity for space to publish ony 
more of my Florida articles but 
every year I have had letters 'from 
people all over the north country 
asking me to advise them about sell­
ing, out their farms and moving to 
a warmer climate and I have al-
ways\ given them the same ans­
wer vis: If you are a man of 
family wi th moderate" means and 
have a fairly comfortable home.- go 
to it and\stay where you are. I-
have seen\so much real, d is t ress ' in 
my long experience here with peo­
ple of this class, who have not been 
over successful in the north, • and 
get the idea t h a t they could live 
here where there are no long win 
te-rs to eat up all one can earn - in 
summer, with a good deal less ef­
fort that I feel i t ' ' is my duty at 
this time to give them a general 
idea of the conditions here that 
have prompted me to give my 
friends this advise. I admit there 
are no long winters" here \and it is 
9 heautiful climate in winter but 
there are long hot summers to take 
into consideration, that are much 
harder to contend with for a fainily 
that has been reared in the north 
than out northern winters. The cojf* 
ditions are very different. In "flhV 
north one can grow his provision*' 
in summer ' and store them away 
far winter while ir. Florida one 
ca"n grow some provisions in winter 
but he cannot s tore them away for 
summer. Everything one grows in 
winter will be disposed of by the 
first of May and then during the 
long hot summer • you can grow 
nothing to live on and must buy 
your provisions' tha t are sent down 
from the north and carry them 
home in a% paper bag. To be sure 
a family can keep chicken.' and 
have' eggs but when they have to 
buy the feed for them tha t hV. 
to come from the north they may 
as well buy the eggs. A northern 
man can buy land • and si-t out an 
orange grove b u t if he has the 
best of success i t will he S long 
years before'^h.e can realize any 
returns from it . It is not m y 
purpose to speak ilj of Florida. On 
the Ojther hand I think well of it. 
The country *is growing/and improv­
ing rapidly and is a mo.-t delight­
ful place for "people to come who 
have the means to stay here in 
winter and go back north in sum­
mer. Those 'who have been born 
and reared here can enjoy it the 
year round. They have learned to 
live^in a way on what the count­
ry provides. When they cannot 
grow potatoes they can eat hominy 
as a substitute. Imagine one ot 
our northern farmers fitting down 
tu his dinnei with a di.-h of horn-.. 
iny in place "f potatoes' I have 
d^.nt' .-o many u day. When they 
cannot grow cabbage, they get the 
hud nut of :> cabbage palmetto tree 
and hoi! tlv.t with their wh : t-' 
'.*;.eon. I have eaten it and it make* 
a f.';ir ~u'ri:-f;-ui. fur cuh!iage. When 
Ihcy cannot grew turnip tops for
